The  
s t ruggle  waged by the work ing  class and  other  work ing  
people for democrat ic  r ights  and a be t te r  life in Europe,  
North Amer ica  and  Oceania is ga in ing  m o m e n t u m .  The 
i n t e r n a t i o n a l  un i t ed  f ron t  of the peoples of the whole  
world  agains t  the U.S. imper ia l i s t  policies of aggression 
and  war  and  for wor ld  peace is expand ing  and  develop-  
ing cont inuous ly .  The s i tua t ion  is most  favourab le  for 
revo lu t ion  th roughou t  the world. 

However,  the victory of the people 's  revolu t ion  will  
not  come by itself. Imper i a l i sm and  all the reac t ionar ies  
will  not  step down f rom the stage of his tory of their  
own accord. U.S. imper ia l i sm is now pu t t i ng  up a last-  
ditch s t ruggle and f ran t ica l ly  prosecut ing  its policies of 
aggression and  war  in a fut i le  a t t empt  to ens lave  the 
whole world. It has been in t ens i fy ing  its aggressive 
act ivi t ies  aga ins t  Cuba and p l u n d e r i n g  and  oppress ing 
the other  peoples of Lat in  America.  It is s tepping up, 
and  t ry ing  hard  to expana ,  its war  of aggression in 
Indo-China .  It has seized the te r r i to ry  and  in te r fe red  
in the i n t e rna l  affairs of a n u m b e r  of Asian countr ies ,  
posing a ser ious th rea t  to the peace and secur i ty  of 
Asia. It is v igorous ly  pressing forward  with its policy 
of nee-colonia l i sm in Africa, sabotaging  and  suppress ing  
the na t iona l - l i be ra t ion  m o v e m e n t  of the Afr ican  peo- 
pies. It has adopted a dua l  policy of armed threa t  a n d  
"peaceful  evo lu t ion"  towards  the socialist count r ies  in  
a va in  a t t emp t  to break  up  the socialist camp. All  
these facts show tha t  U.S. imper ia l i sm is the most  
ferocious e n e m y  of the peoples of the whole  world. 

A few days ago, a p res ident ia l  elect ion was held 
in the Uni ted  States and  Lyndon  Johnson  was re-  
elected. The policies of the Uni ted  States are de te r -  
m ined  by the n a t u r e  of U.S. imper ia l ism.  No m a t t e r  
which bourgeois  poli t ical  par ty  may  come to power,  it 
Will i nev i t ab ly  follow policies r ep resen t ing  the in te res t s  
Of the big U.S. monopoly  capital. While  lay ing  stress 
now on mi l i t a ry  threa t  and  now on polit ical  deception,  
its policy a lways  r ema ins  a dual  one of threa t  and  
en t icement ,  a policy of aggression and  war. The peo- 
ple t h roughou t  the world  have more and more clearly 
realized that  in  the present  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  s i tuat ion,  the

demarca t ion  l ine  be tween  those who w a n t  r evo lu t ion  
and those who do not  is whe the r  or no t  they oppose 
U.S. imper ia l ism.  We are glad to note  tha t  at the 
t ime of the 47th a n n i v e r s a r y  of the October  Revolut ion,  
those who a t t empt  to obscure this  demarca t ion  l ine  
ei ther  have been or are be ing repud ia ted  by the broad  
masses of the r evo lu t iona ry  people, and  tha t  a revo lu-  
t ionary  s torm agains t  U.S. imper ia l i s rn  and  its lackeys 
is sweeping the whole world.  

Dear  comrades!  We have  a lways  regarded  the  
Chinese revo lu t ion  as a con t inua t i on  of the October  
Revolut ion.  The peoples of China and  the Soviet  Un ion  
have forged a p ro found  co mrad e sh ip - i n - a rms  in the i r  
protracted r evo lu t iona ry  struggles.  Even  before the 
victory of our revolut ion ,  Comrade  Mao Tse - tung  had 
pointed out tha t  the Chinese  people had to follow the 
path of the Russians,  i.e., the pa th  of the October  Rev-  
olution.

Peking Rally Celebrating 
Following is a translation of the speech delivered 

by Liu Ning-I, Member  of the Central Commit tee  of 
the Chinese Communis t  Party and Vice-President of 
the Sino-Soviet  Friendship Association, at a mass rally 
held in Peking on November  6 to celebrate the 47th 
anniversary of the October Revolution.--Ed.  

Comrades ,  Friends:  

We are ga thered  here today to celebrate  w a r m l y  
the 47th a n n i v e r s a r y  of the Grea t  October  Socialist  
Revolut ion.  In  the n a m e  of the Chinese  people, I 
hereby  express our  high respects for the  Soviet  people 
and  ex tend  our  f r a t e r n a l  greet ings  to them. 

The October  Revolu t ion  is the greates t  revo lu t ion  
in history. Led by the  great  teacher  Lenin  and  the  
Bolshevik Par ty ,  the Russ ian  proletar ia t ,  the p ioneer  
of the new world, won victory in the socialist revolu-  
t ion for the first  time, es tabl ished the d ic ta torship  of

the  prole tar ia t  and  thereby  t r ans fo rmed  scientific so- 
cialism f rom a theory in to  l iv ing  reali ty.  The October  
Revolu t ion  m a r k e d  the b e g i n n i n g  of the p ro l e t a r i an  
wor ld  revolut ion.  It  char ted  the common road to so- 
cial ism for the whole world  and a n n o u n c e d  the b e g i n -  
n ing  of the end  of imper ia l i sm.  The October  Revolu-  
t ion grea t ly  inspi red  and  promoted  the r evo lu t iona ry  
§truggle of the oppressed peoples and  na t ions  t h rough -  
out  the wor ld  aga ins t  imper ia l i sm and  its lackeys.  As 
Len in  stated on the four th  a n n i v e r s a r y  of the October  
Revolu t ion :  "The fu r t he r  tha t  great  day  recedes in to  
the past, the more  clearly we see the s ignif icance of the 
p ro le ta r ian  revo lu t ion  in Russia."  

Since the vic tory  of the  October  Revolut ion,  the 
Soviet  people have waged serious and  repeated  s t rug -  
gles aga ins t  imper i a l i sm and  their  i n t e r n a l  class en -  
emies and  t rave l led  a glorious, m i l i t an t  road. The Soviet  
people defeated imper ia l i sm ' s  allied a rmed  in t e rven t ion ,  
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crushed  va r ious  schemes  for  sabo tage  by  the i r  i n t e r n a l  
and  e x t e r n a l  class enemies ,  conso l ida ted  the  d i c t a t o r -  
ship  of the  p ro l e t a r i a t ,  c a r r i ed  out  the  co l l ec t iv iza t ion  
of a g r i c u l t u r e  and  socia l i s t  i ndus t r i a l i za t ion ,  and  bu i l t  
an  economica l ly  b a c k w a r d  coun t ry  in to  a p o w e r f u l  so-  
cial is t  s tate .  D u r i n g  W o r l d  W a r  II, the  g r e a t  Sov ie t  
people  and  the i r  g r e a t  Sov ie t  A r m y  ac ted  as  the  m a i n  
force  in the  f igh t  aga ins t  fasc ism;  t hey  de fended  the i r  
Sovie t  m o t h e r l a n d  wi th  u n p a r a l l e l e d  he ro i sm and  t en -  
acity,  and  m a d e  g r e a t  con t r ibu t ions  to the  cause  of 
wor ld  peace  and  h u m a n  progress .  In  t he  p o s t w a r  
per iod,  the  Sovie t  people,  w i t h  the i r  own hands ,  r a p i d -  
ly  hea led  the  w o u n d s  of war ,  r e h a b i l i t a t e d  and  deve l -  
oped the i r  e conomy  and  scaled the  peaks  of m o d e r n  
science and  technology.  T e m p e r e d  and  s tee led  in 
the  f l ames  of the  Oc tober  Revo lu t ion  and t augh t  by  
the g r e a t  Lenin,  the  Sovie t  people  have  a l w a y s  a d v a n c e d  
brave]y ,  t h rough  s to rm and  stress,  w h a t e v e r  the  d i f -  
f icul t ies  and  obs tac les  on the  road  of the i r  advance .  

Comrades .  f r i ends :  D u r i n g  the  pas t  47 y e a r s  since 
the  v ic to ry  of the  Oc tober  Revolu t ion .  the  r e v o l u t i o n a r y  
cause of the  wor ld  p r o l e t a r i a t  has  deve loped  t r e m e n -  
dously,  the  s t rugg le  of the  people  of the  wor ld  agains[  
i m p e r i a l i s m  has  deve loped  t r emendous ly ,  and  the re  has  
been  an e n o r m o u s  change  in the  face of the  wor ld .  

A f t e r  the  v ic io ry  of the  Oc tober  Revo lu t ion  t h e r e  
was only one social is t  count ry .  But,  since W o r l d  W a r  
II. the  socia l is t  r evo lu t i on  has  t r i u m p h e d  in a n u m b e r  
of count r ies  in Europe ,  Asia  and La t in  Amer ica .  The  
13 f r a t e r n a l  coun t r i e s  which  have  e m b a r k e d  on the  
social is t  road  have  f o r m e d  the  p o w e r f u l  social is t  camp.  

Fo l lowing  the v ic to ry  of the  Oc tober  Revolu t ion ,  
i m p e r i a l i s m  st i l l  m a i n t a i n e d  i t s  co lonia l i s t  sys t em ove r  
vas t  a reas  of the  wor ld ,  w i th  the  excep t ion  of t he  
colonies of t sa r i s t  Russ ia  which  were  l i b e r a t e d  to-  
ge the r  w i th  Russia .  But ,  s ince W o r l d  W a r  II, p r a i r i e  
f i res  aga ins t  i m p e r i a l i s m  and  old and  new co lon ia l i sm 
have  been k ind l ed  by the  oppressed  na t ions  of Asia ,  
Af r i ca  and  La t in  Amer i ca ,  and  the  col lapse  of the  co- 
lon ia l i s t  sys t em of i m p e r i a l i s m  is be ing  speeded  up. 

A f t e r  the  v i c to ry  of the  Oc tober  Revolu t ion ,  t h e r e  
was  a br ie f  pe r iod  of r e l a t ive  s t ab i l i t y  for  the  cap i t a l i s t  
sys tem.  But  since W o r l d  W a r  II, the  w o r l d  i m p e r i a l i s t  
forces have  been g r ea t l y  w e a k e n e d  and  the  g e n e r a l  
cr is is  of cap i t a l i sm has  been g r e a t l y  agg rava t ed .  

Today,  we  face an e x t r e m e l y  f a v o u r a b l e  r e v o l u -  
t i ona ry  s i tua t ion .  

At  present ,  Asia,  Af r i ca  and  La t in  A m e r i c a  a r e  
the  a reas  in which  the va r i ous  con t r ad ic t ions  in the  
wor ld  converge,  the  . t o r m - c e n t r e s  of w o r l d  r evo lu t i on  
dea l ing  d i rec t  b lows  aga ins t  impe r i a l i sm .  In these  
vas t  areas ,  the  n a t i o n a l - l i b e r a t i o n  s t rugg le  of the  peo-  
ple  of va r ious  coun t r i e s  aga ins t  i m p e r i a l i s m  and  old 
and  new colonia] ism is fo rg ing  a h e a d  i r res i s t ib ly .  I t  
is w i n n i n g  one g rea t  v i c to ry  a f t e r  another .  

The U.S. i m p e r i a l i s t s  have  sent  tens  of t h o u s a n d s  
of m i l i t a r y  pe r sonne l  and  spen t  s eve ra l  t h o u s a n d  mi l -  
l ion A m e r i c a n  do l la rs  in sou th  Viet  Nam, bu t  t hey  a re  
unab le  to de f ea t  the  pat r io t ic ,  an t i -U.S,  a r m e d  s t rugg le  
of the  people  there .  On the  con t r a ry ,  the  U.S. i ra-  

pe r i a l i s t s  t h e m s e l v e s  have  been  b a d l y  m a u l e d  and ba t -  
tered.  Today ,  the  red  f lag of r evo lu t i on  is f ly ing  over  
m o r e  t han  t w o - t h i r d s  of  sou th  Vie t  N a m  a n d  ha l f  
of t he  peop le  t h e r e  h a v e  been  l i be ra t ed .  Recent ly ,  
t h e  va l i an t  a n d  r e s o u r c e f u l  peop le ' s  a r m e d  forces  in 
sou th  Viet  N a m  a t t a c k e d  the Bien  Hoa U.S. a i r  base  in 
the  subu rbs  of Saigon,  the  b igges t  one in sou th  Vie t  
Nam,  a n d  won  a m a g n i f i c e n t  v i c to ry  by  d e s t r o y i n g  or  
d a m a g i n g  30 U.S. a i rc ra f t .  This  showed  tha t  the  peo-  
p le ' s  a r m e d  forces  in sou th  Viet  N a m  are  g r o w i n g  
s t r o n g e r  wi th  e v e r y  ba t t le .  The  U.S. aggressors  cannot  
s t and  the i r  g r o u n d  in any  p a r t  of south  Viet  Nam,  and  
the  day  is d r a w i n g  eve r  n e a r e r  when  they  wil l  be  d r iven  
out  lock, s tock  and  bar re l .  

In  Laos, t he  Lao t i an  people  a re  g r o w i n g  e v e r  
s t aunche r  and  s t ronge r  in the  course  of the i r  pa t r i o t i c  
an t i -U.S ,  s t rugg le  desp i t e  the  e f for t s  of the  U.S. i m -  
pe r i a l i s t s  to e x t e n d  the  Lao t i an  civil  war ,  l av ish  as-  
s i s tance  to the  Lao t i an  r e a c t i o n a r y  forces  and  d i s p a t c h  
a l a rge  g r o u p  of m i l i t a r y  pe r sonne l  to t ha t  count ry .  

In  J apan ,  big  an t i -U.S ,  s t o rms  have  e r u p t e d  one 
a f te r  ano the r .  The  pa t r io t i c  un i t ed  f ron t  e m b r a c i n g  
peop le  f rom v a r i o u s  social  s t r a t a  in J .apan agains:t  
U.S. i m p e r i a l i s t  aggress ion ,  oppress ion  and  cont ro l  is 
g r o w i n g  eve r  b roader .  The  J a p a n e s e  C o m m u n i s t  
Pa r ty ,  s t a n d i n g  in the  f o r e f r o n t  of the  pa t r i o t i c  anti-. 
U.S. s t ruggle ,  is d e f e a t i n g  sabo tage  by  the U.S. i m -  
per ia l i s t s ,  the  m o n o p o l y  cap i ta l i s t s  and  de fec to r s  and  
t r a i t o r s  of al l  shades  and  is l e ad ing  the  J a p a n e s e  peo-  
p le  in the i r  v ic to r ious  s t rugg le  for  an i n d e p e n d e n t ,  
democra t i c ,  peacefu l  and  n e u t r a l  new Japan .  

The people  of Indones ia  a r e  w a g i n g  the  s t rugg le  
aga ins t  "Ma lays i a , "  a p r o d u c t  of new co lon ia l i sm c rea t -  
ed by  Br i t i sh  i m p e r i a l i s m  and  s u p p o r t e d  by  U.S. i m -  
pe r ia l i sm.  

In o the r  As i an  countr ies ,  the  s t rugg les  of the  peo-  
ple  aga ins t  U.S. i m p e r i a l i s t  aggress ion,  i n t e r f e r e n c e  
and  con t ro l  a r e  also advanc ing .  

In  the  Congo  (Leopoldvi l le) ,  t h e  n a t i o n a l - l i b e r a -  
t ion m o v e m e n t  m e t  wi th  se tback  for  a t ime,  bu t  j u s t  
as  a bush f i re  canno t  de s t roy  the  grass ,  wh ich  r ev ives  
wi th  the  a d v e n t  of spr ing,  so the  pa t r i o t i c  Congolese  
people  are  once aga in  r a l l y i n g  the i r  forces  and  t a k i n g  
up  a r m s  to s t rugg le  aga in s t  the  U.S. i m p e r i a l i s t s  and  
the i r  l ackeys  and  a r e  l i b e r a t i n g  the i r  home land ,  sect ion 
by  section. 

The  people  of Angola ,  P o r t u g u e s e  G u i n e a  and  
M o z a m b i q u e  a re  also l a u n c h i n g  a r m e d  s t rugg les  for  na -  
t iona l  independence .  In  Sou th  Af r i ca  and  Z imbabwe .  
the  people  a re  w a g i n g  s t rugg les  aga in s t  rac ia l  d i s c r im-  
ina t ion  and  for  n a t i o n a l  l ibe ra t ion .  

In the  n e w l y  i n d e p e n d e n t  count r ies  of Afr ica ,  the  
people  a re  con t i nu ing  the i r  s t rugg le s  aga in s t  old  and  
new colonia l i sm and  to s a f e g u a r d  and conso l ida te  t he i r  
na t i ona l  independence .  

In  La t in  Amer i ca ,  the  n a t i o n a l - d e m o c r a t i c  r evo lu -  
t i o n a r y  m o v e m e n t  w a g e d  by  the  people  of a l l  coun t r i e s  
aga in s t  U.S. i m p e r i a l i s m  and  i ts  l a ckeys  is su rg ing  
eve r  h igher .  The  a t t r a c t i o n  which  the  r o a d  of the  
C u b a n  r e v o l u t i o n  has  for  h u n d r e d s  of mi l l ions  of peo-  
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ple is g rowing  ever greater .  In  Venezuela,  Colombia,  
Gua tema la  and Nicaragua,  lhe people 's  r evo lu t iona ry  
a rmed  struggles are developing.  

In Weste rn  Europe  and  North  America,  the hea r t  
of imper ia l i s t  rule, the pro le ta r ia t  and  the other  work -  
ing people are in the midst  of a new awakening .  The  
mass s truggle waged by the Amer ican  Negroes aga ins t  
racial  d i sc r imina t ion  and  for f reedom and  e m a n c i p a -  
t ion is g rowing  on an  unp receden ted  scaie. 

Comrades,  f r iends:  The i n t e rn a t i o n a l  s i tua t ion is 
becoming increas ingly  favourab le  for the people of 
all the countr ies  and  increas ingly  u n f a v o u r a b l e  for the 
imper ia l is ts  and  reactionaries.  Fat" f rom hav ing  more  
and  more to boast  about ,  the imper ia l i s t s  and  the reac- 
t ionar ies  of all count r ies  are going f rom bad ot worse. 
Far  f rom becoming weaker,  the r evo lu t iona ry  people 
of all countr ies  are g rowing  s t ronger  and  holding their  
heads higher.  

But  the imper ia l is ts  and  reac t ionar ies  wil l  not  be 
reconciled to their  defeat :  they wil l  do a n y t h i n g  they 
can in their  desperate  struggle. U.S. imper ia l ism,  the 
leader of imper ia l ism,  is v igorously  push ing  ahead wi th  
its policies of aggression and war.  As the 1960 Moscow 
S ta t emen t  said: "U.S. imper ia l i sm is the ma in  force of 
aggression and war ,"  and  "U.S. imper ia l i sm is the chief 
bu lwark  of world react ion and  an i n t e r n a t i o n a l  gen-  
d a r m e , . . ,  an  enemy  of the peoples of the whole 
world." 

The Uni ted  States  recent ly  held a pres ident ia l  elec- 
t ion and Lyndon  B. Johnson  was re-elected president .  
There was an assert ion d u r i n g  the election period that  
Johnson  of the Democrat ic  Pa r ty  was the candidate  of 
peace and Republ ican  Goldwater .  the candida te  of war,  
and that  they pursued  two f u n d a m e n t a l l y  d i f fe ren t  
policies. We cannot  agree with this k ind  of talk. The 
b i -par t i san  pohtics and  pres ident ia l  elections in the 
Uni ted  States have ahvays  been tr icks played by the 
U.S. monopoly  capital ist  class to hoodwink  the people. 
Both the Democrat ic  and  Republ ican  Par t ies  are no th -  
ing bu t  tools for fa i th fu l ly  ca r ry ing  out  the policies of 
the U.S. monopoly  capital is t  class. They are birds of 
a feather.  

Af ter  World War  II, the Democra ts  and Republ i -  
cans in the Uni ted  States  have been in power  by tm'ns.  
But  a l ine of con t inu i ty  runs  th rough  the reac t ionary  
policies they have pursued,  and there have been no 
essent ia l  differences whatsoever .  The th ings  done by 
the K e n n e d y  Democrat ic  A d m i n i s t r a t i o n  were  more  and  
not  one whi t  less evil  t han  those done by the Eisen-  
bower  Republ ican  Admin i s t ra t ion .  Johnson  is in no way 
infer ior  to K e n n e d y  in wrongdoing .  In  the past  year  
since he took office, ,Johnson has carried out bloody 
massacres of the people of Panama ,  s tepped up mi l l -  
ta ry  provocat ions agains t  Cuba.  sent  U.S. mi l i t a ry  per-  
sonne l  to the Congo (Leopoldville) to carry  out  direct  
mi l i t a ry  in te rven t ion ,  ins t iga ted  the troops of the south 
Vie tnamese  puppet  group and  Tha i l and  to encroach 
upon Cambodia,  bombed  the Laot ian  l ibera ted  areas 
and  spread the f lames of war  in Laos, in tens i f ied  the 

~"special war fa re"  in south Viet Nam, engineered  the  
"Gulf  of Bac Bo incidents ,"  conducted air  raids agains t  

1he Democrat ic  Republic  of Viet Nam, dispatched the  
U.S. fleet to the Ind ian  Ocean to menace  Indones ia  and  
o ther  Southeas t  As ian  countr ies ,  sent  nuc lea r  s u b m a -  
t ines  for s ta t ion ing  in Japan  and  other  places, and  plot-  
ted actively to establi:~h the so-called mul t i l a t e ra l  
nuc lea r  force in Western  Europe. F rom this  record 
one can conclude that  the fu tu re  policies of the J o h n -  
son A d m i n i s t r a t i o n  too wil l  be o u t - a n d - o u t  policies of 
aggression and  war.  While  push ing  ahead wi th  such 
policies, U.S. imper ia l i sm a lways  uses eoun te r - r evo lu -  
t ionary  dua l  tactics, i.e., engag ing  in the a rms  drive 
and war  p repara t ions  on the one hand  and  ac t ing  the 
peace-lover  on the other. The a im is i nva r i ab ly  to 
s tamp out the revolut ions  of the oppressed peoples and  
oppresssd nat ions ,  keep its 
b reak  up the socialist camp

policies of aggression and  
the U.S. imper ia l i s t s  has 

great ly  in tens i f ied  the basic cont radic t ions  in the con- 
t empora ry  world, inc lud ing  the cont radic t ions  be tween  
the socialist camp and  the imper ia l i s t  camp, be tween  
the pro le ta r ia t  and  the bourgeoisie in the capital is t  
countr ies ,  be tween  the oppressed na t ions  and  imper i -  
alism, and among  the imper ia l i s t  countries.  This  in -  
ev i tab ly  spurs  the deve lopment  of revolu t ions  by the 
people of var ious  countries,  and  it is t h rough  such 
revo lu t ions  that  these cont radic t ions  can be resolved. 

Comrades,  f r iends!  The revo lu t ions  of the people 
in  d i f fe ren t  countr ies  have their  own character is t ics ;

Forty-seven years ago today, the salvoes of the 
cru ise r  Aurora  pro~xlaimed the  b i r t h  of a n e w  wor ld .  
The  p r o l e t a r i a t  of Russia ,  un i t i ng  w i th  o t h e r  l a b o u r i n g  
people ,  u n d e r  the  l e ade r sh ip  of the  g rea t  Lenin  and  the  
g rea t  Bo l shev ik  Pa r ty ,  s t aged  an  a r m e d  upr i s ing ,  ove r -  
t h r e w  the  ru le  of the  exp lo i t i ng  classes by  r e v o l u t i o n a r y  
v io lence  and  e s t ab l i shed  the  wor ld ' s  f i r s t  s ta te  of t he  
d i c t a to r sh ip  of the  p ro l e t a r i a t .  The  Oc tobe r  Revo lu t ion  
also b r o u g h t  the  r e v o l u t i o n a r y  s t rugg les  of t he  op-  
p ressed  na t ions  to an  e n t i r e l y  n e w  stage.  I t  was  a 
m i g h t y  i n sp i r a t i on  to the  s t rugg les  of t he  peop les  of the  
colonies,  semi-co lon ies  and  d e p e n d e n t  coun t r i e s  for  in-  
d e p e n d e n c e  and  l ibe ra t ion ,  and  i t  d i r ec t ly  l i nked  t hem 
up wi th  t he  r e v o l u t i o n a r y  s t rugg les  of the  p ro l e t a r i a t .  
Thus,  the  O c t o b e r  Revo lu t ion  opened  a new e ra  in 
h u m a n  h is tory ,  the  e ra  of the  g loba l  ru l e  of i m p e r i a l i s m  
h e a d i n g  t o w a r d s  i ts  doom and  of m a n k i n d  m a r c h i n g  
f rom cap i t a l i sm  to soc ia l i sm and  c o m m u n i s m .  

In the  Oc tober  Revo lu t ion  the  g r e a t  Sovie t  people  
d i sp l ayed  p ionee r ing  r e v o l u t i o n a r y  in i t ia t ive .  They  
da red  to e m b a r k  on a p a t h  which  no peop le  had  eve r  
t r a v e r s e d  be fore  and  t u r n e d  m a n k i n d ' s  age-o ld  d r e a m s  
for  the  e l i m i n a t i o n  of exp lo i t a t i on  of m a n  by  m a n  into  
a l iv ing  rea l i ty .  As the  v a n g u a r d  of t he  wor ld  p ro le -  
t a r i an  revo lu t ion ,  t hey  we re  t he  f i r s t  to b r e a k  the  chains  
of w o r l d  cap i t a l i s t  rule .  The  Sov ie t  peop le  d e m o n -  

s t r a t ed  the  he ro ic  s p i r i t  o f  f ea r l e s sness  a n d  p r o v e d  t h e m -  
selves  w o r t h y  of be ing  the  f i r s t  shock b r i g a d e  of t he  
i n t e r n a t i o n a l  p ro l e t a r i a t .  

The  h i s to ry  of the  47 y e a r s  f rom the  Oc tober  Rev-  
o lu t ion  to the  p r e s e n t  r ecords  the  g lo r ious  exp lo i t s  of 
t he  hero ic  s t rugg les  of t he  Sov ie t  people .  In  d e f e a t i n g  
the  W h i t e  G u a r d  and  a r m e d  i n t e r v e n t i o n  b y  m o r e  t h a n  
ten  i m p e r i a l i s t  coun t r i e s  and  in the  pa t r i o t i c  w a r  aga in s t  
G e r m a n  fascism,  t he  g r e a t  Sov ie t  peop l e  and  Sov ie t  
A r m y  fough t  u n d a u n t e d l y  a n d  d e f e n d e d  the  f ru i t s  of 
the  Oc tober  Revolu t ion .  They  s m a s h e d  the  obs t ruc t ions  
and  sabo tage  by  Tro t sky ,  B u k h a r i n  and  o t h e r  o p p o r -  
tun is t s  of all  descr ip t ions ,  p e r s e v e r e d  in soc ia l i s t  t r a n s -  
f o r m a t i o n  and  socia l is t  cons t ruc t ion ,  rea l ized  the  i n d u s -  
t r i a l i za t ion  of t he  coun t ry  and  co l lec t iv iza t ion  of a g r i -  
cul ture ,  and  scaled the  w o r l d ' s  h ighes t  peaks  of sc ience 
and technology ,  t h e r e b y  t u r n i n g  a poor  and  b a c k w a r d  
Russ ia  in to  a m i g h t y  socia l is t  coun t ry .  

Al l  th is  is p roo f  tha t  t he  g r e a t  Sov ie t  people ,  t a u g h t  
and  gu ided  by  Lenin  and  Sta l in ,  a r e  capab le  of w e a t h e r -  
ing any  t e m p e s t  in t h e i r  m a r c h  f o r w a r d  and  o v e r c o m -  
ing e n o r m o u s  d i f f icu l t ies  which  w e r e  cons ide red  insu r -  
moun tab l e .  They  a r e  a peop l e  w h o m  no p r e s s u r e  can 
c rush  and  no force  can subdue ,  a people  who  can w i t h -  
s t and  any  severe  test .  W i t h  t he i r  own g lor ious  ach ieve -  
ments ,  t hey  h a v e  p r o v e d  themse lves  t he  c rea to r s  and  
bu i lde r s  of a n e w  wor ld .  The  g r e a t  Sov ie t  people ,  who  
have  a g lo r ious  r e v o l u t i o n a r y  t r ad i t i on ,  can be t r u s t e d  
and  wil l  not  d i s appo in t  t he  hopes  and  e x p e c t a t i o n s  of 
the  people  of the  w h o l e  wor ld .  

The Path of the October Revolution 
The p a t h  of t he  Oc tobe r  Revo lu t ion  is the  pa th  of 

M a r x i s m - L e n i n i s m ,  t h e  pa th  of p r o l e t a r i a n  r e v o l u t i o n  
and  the  d i c t a to r sh ip  of t he  p ro l e t a r i a t ,  and  the  p a t h  of 
c a r r y i n g  the  socia l is t  r e v o l u t i o n  t h r o u g h  to the  end.  
The e x p e r i e n c e  of the  G r e a t  Oc tober  Revo lu t ion  shows  
tha t  t he  p r o l e t a r i a t  w h i c h  w a n t s  to c a r r y  out  r e v o l u -  
t ion m u s t  f i r s t  of al l  u n i t e  w i th  t he  l a b o u r i n g  masses  
to s m a s h  the  bourgeo i s  s t a t e  a p p a r a t u s  by  r e v o l u t i o n a r y  
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violence and seize poli t ical  power. Otherwise,  the pro-  
le tar ia t  would be unable  to emancipa te  itself. Af ter  the 
victory of the revolution,  it is necessary to persist  in 
the dictatorship of the proletar ia t ,  suppress resistance 
and sabotage by class enemies, carry the socialist rev-  
olution through to the end on the economic, polit ical  
and ideological fronts, give full play to the in i t ia t ive  
and creativeness of the masses, carry out socialist con- 
struction, develop production, improve the people 's  
l ivelihood and s t rengthen nat ional  defence. Only by 
so doing can the pro le ta r ia t  consolidate the  victories 
a l ready achieved and prevent  the restorat ion of capi-  
talism. 

The experience of the October  Revolution also 
shows that  if the pro le tar ia t  wants  to fulfil  its grea t  
and arduous cause, it must  build up a staunch, revolu- 
t ionary  Party ,  a Pa r ty  founded on the revolu t ionary  
theories of Marxism-Lenin ism and its revolu t ionary  
spirit,  as Lenin did in founding the Bolshevik Par ty .  
Such a Pa r ty  must  be good at  in tegra t ing  the universal  
t ru ths  of Marxism-Leninism with concrete revolu-  
t ionary practice at home and closely l inking the leader-  
ship with the broad masses of the people, and must be 
able to uphold truth,  correct mistakes,  courageously con- 
duct crit icism and self-cri t icism and struggle unremi t -  
t ingly against  all opportunis t  trends. Only such a P a r t y  
can lead the pro le ta r ia t  and the broad masses of the peo- 
pie in revolu t ionary  struggles, win the revolut ion and 
consolidate victory. 

The October Revolution marked  the great  begin-  
ning of the world revolut ion of the in ternat ionaI  prole-  
tariat .  Lenin never  regarded the Russian pro le tar ian  
revolut ion as something l imited to one country.  When 
he referred to the October Revolution, he said:  "Our  
revolut ion is only a beginning. It will come to a vie- 
torious end only when we have sparked the same flames 
of revolut ion throughout  the world."  Lenin regard-  
ed the extension of support  to the revolu t ionary  s t rug-  
gles of other peoples as the unshi rkable  in ternat ional i s t  
obligation of the people who had won their  own revolu-  
tion. The road of the October Revolution pointed out 
by Lenin is the road of pro le ta r ian  in terna t ional i sm and 
the road for the complete victory of the prole tar ian  rev-  
olution throughout  the world.

Scores of countries have 
shaken off their  colonialist  yoke and hoisted their  own 
flags of independence.  The working-class  movement  in 
the capital is t  countries, too, is heading for new up- 
surges.

If we say that  the 
October Revolution blasted a section of the capital ist  
edifice, then today this d i lapidated  edifice is tot ter ing 
and fal l ing apart .

In its proposal  concerning the general  l ine of the 
in terna t ional  communist  movement,  the Central  Com- 
mit tee  of the Communis t  Pa r ty  of China has pointed 
out that,  in accordance with Marxis t -Leninis t  revolu-  
t ionary  theory,  the basic experiences of the October Rev- 
olution and the revolu t ionary  principles  of the 1957 
Declarat ion and the 1960 Statement ,  the general  l ine of 
the in terna t ional  communist  movement  at the present  
stage is: workers  of all countries, unite;  workers  of the 
world, uni te  with the oppressed peoples and oppressed 
nations;  oppose imper ia l i sm and react ion in all coun- 
tries; s t r ive for world peace, nat ional  l iberat ion,  peo- 
ple's democracy and socialism; consolidate and expand 
the socialist camp; br ing the pro le ta r ian  world revolu- 
tion step by step to complete victory;  and establish a 
new world wi thout  imperial ism, wi thout  capi tal ism and 
wi thout  exploi ta t ion of man by man. 

To realize this general  line, it  is necessary to 
strengthen,  under  the banner  of the October Revolution, 
the uni ty  of the socialist camp and the uni ty  of the in- 
te rnat ional  communist  movement.  

The socialist camp is the product  of the struggle 
of the in terna t ional  pro le ta r ia t  and the working peo.- 
ple. It belongs not only to the people of the socialist 
countries but  also to the in terna t ional  pro le tar ia t  and 
working  people. Countries of the socialist camp are 
du ty-bound  to suppor t  act ively the revolu t ionary  s t rug-  
gles of all  the oppressed peoples and nations, oppose the 
ant i -communist ,  an t i -popula r  and counter - revolu t ionary  
policies of the react ionaries  of all countries and actively 
suppor t  all the struggles against  the policies of war  and 
aggression of the imperial is ts  and for world peace. Only 
thus, only by engaging in revolut ion ourselves and sup- 
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p o r t i n g  the  r evo lu t i on  of others ,  a r e  w e  t r u l y  fo l lowing  
the  t each ings  of Lenin  and ac t ing  in c o n f o r m i t y  w i th  
the  in t e re s t s  of t he  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  p r o l e t a r i a t  and  o u r  
own people .  

The  u n i t y  a m o n g  the  socia l i s t  coun t r i e s  m u s t  con-  
fo rm to the  p r inc ip le s  la id  d o w n  in the  1957 Dec l a r a -  
t ion and the  1960 S ta t emen t .  I t  m u s t  be bu i l t  e n t i r e l y  
on the  bas is  of i ndependence ,  c o m p l e t e  e q u a l i t y  and  
m u t u a l  s u p p o r t  and  ass i s tance  cha rac t e r i s t i c  of p ro l e -  
t a r i a n  i n t e r n a t i o n a l i s m ,  oppos i t ion  to al l  f o rms  of b o u r -  
geois  na t iona l i sm,  and  g r e a t - n a t i o n  chauv in i sm  in p a r -  
t icular .  On ly  by  s t r i c t ly  fo l lowing  these  p r inc ip le s  in 
both word  and deed  can a rea l  p r o l e t a r i a n  i n t e r n a -  
t iona l i s t  u n i t y  be e s t ab l i shed  a n d  the r o c k - f i r m  u n i t y  of  
the  socia l is t  c amp  be consol ida ted .  

The  u n i t y  of the  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  c o m m u n i s t  m o v e -  
men t  is based  on M a r x i s m - L e n i n i s r n  and  p r o l e t a r i a n  
i n t e r n a t i o n a l i s m .  The  D e c l a r a t i o n  and  the  S t a t e m e n t  
la id  d o w n  the  p r inc ip le s  gu id ing  r e l a t i ons  a m o n g  f r a -  
t e rna l  Par t i es .  These  a re  the  p r inc ip le  of so l idar i ty ,  the  
p r inc ip le  of m u t u a l  suppo r t  and  m u t u a l  ass is tance,  the  
p r inc ip le  of i ndependence  and  e q u a l i t y  and  the p r inc ip le  
of r each ing  u n a n i m i t y  t h r o u g h  c o n s u l t a t i o n - - a l l  on the  
basis  of M a r x i s m - L e n i n i s m  and  p r o l e t a r i a n  i n t e r n a -  
t ional ism.  I t  is only  when  these  p r inc ip l e s  a re  s t r i c t ly  
observed  not  on ly  in word  but  in deed,  tha t  the  un i ty  of 
the  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  c o m m u n i s t  m o v e m e n t  can be g e n u i n e l y  
upheld and strengthened. 

Khrushchov's Removal From Office Is a 
Very Goad Thing 

In o rde r  to s a f egua rd  and  s t r eng then  the  u n i t y  of 
the  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  c o m m u n i s t  m o v e m e n t ,  an u n c o m p r o -  
mis ing  s t rugg le  mus t  be  w a g e d  aga ins t  a l l  f o rms  of 
o p p o r t u n i s m  which  b e t r a y s  M a r x i s m - L e n i n i s m ,  espe-  
c ia l ly  m o d e r n  r ev i s ion i sm which  is the  m a i n  d a n g e r  to 
the  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  c o m m u n i s t  m o v e m e n t  today .  As 
po in t ed  out  in the  1957 Dec l a r a t i on  and  the  1960 S t a t e -  
men t :  "The  f u r t h e r  d e v e l o p m e n t  of  the  c o m m u n i s t  a n d  
work ing -c l a s s  m o v e m e n t  calls  for  con t inu ing  a de t e r -  
m i n e d  s t r u g g l e  on two f r o n t s - - a g a i n s t  r ev i s ion i sm,  
which  r e m a i n s  the  m a i n  danger ,  and  aga ins t  d o g m a t -  
i sm and sec ta r i an i sm.  Revis ion ism,  R i g h t - w i n g  op-  
po r tun i sm,  wh ich  m i r r o r s  t he  bourgeo i s  ideo logy  in 
t heo ry  and  pract ice ,  d i s to r t s  M a r x i s m - L e n i n i s m ,  e m a s -  
cu la tes  i ts r e v o l u t i o n a r y  essence,  and  t h e r e b y  p a r a l y s e s  
the  r e v o l u t i o n a r y  wi l l  of the  w o r k i n g  class, d i s a r m s  and  
demobi l i zes  the  workers ,  the  masses  of the  w o r k i n g  
people,  in t he i r  s t rugg le  agai.nst  oppres s ion  by  i m -  
pe r ia l i s t s  and  explo i te r s ,  fo r  peace,  d e m o c r a c y  and  
na t i ona l  l ibe ra t ion ,  for  the  t r i u m p h  of soc ia l i sm."  The  
course  of d e v e l o p m e n t  of t he  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  c o m m u n i s t  
m o v e m e n t  in r ecen t  y e a r s  has  a m p l y  p r o v e d  t h e  g r e a t  
h i s tor ic  s ign i f i cance  of p e r s e v e r i n g  in t he  s t r u g g l e  
aga ins t  r ev i s ion i sm.  

K h r u s h c h o v  is the  chief  r e p r e s e n t a t i v e  of m o d e r n  
rev is ion ism.  He has  b e t r a y e d  Len in i sm,  p r o l e t a r i a n  in-  
t e rna t i ona l i sm ,  t he  p a t h  of the  Oc tobe r  Revo lu t ion  a n d  
t h e  in te res t s  of the  Sov ie t  people .  The  Sov ie t  peop l e  

and  the  C o m m u n i s t  P a r t y  of the  Sov ie t  Un ion  r e c e n t l y  
r e m o v e d  K h r u s h c h o v  f rom l ead ing  pos t s  in t he  P a r t y  
and  the  s ta te .  This  is a v e r y  good  t h i n g  and  i t  has  t h e  
s u p p o r t  of M a r x i s t - L e n i n i s t s  and  r e v o l u t i o n a r y  peop]e  
of t he  wor ld .  F a c t s  h a v e  r e p e a t e d l y  bo rne  o u t  t h a t  
the  g r e a t  whee l  of h i s t o ry  canno t  be  r e v e r s e d  by  i m -  
p e r i a l i s m  and  the  r e a c t i o n a r i e s  or  by  K h r u s h c h o v  r e v i -  
s ionism.  A n y o n e  w h o  runs  coun t e r  to Len in i sm,  p r o l e -  
t a r i a n  i n t e r n a t i o n a l i s m ,  the  p a t h  of the  Oc tober  Rev-  
o lu t ion  and  the  i n t e r e s t s  of  the  peop le  wil l ,  soone r  o r  
l a te r ,  i n e v i t a b l y  be  s p u r n e d  by  the  people .  This  was  
so in t he  pas t ,  is so at  p r e s e n t  and  wi l l  be  so in t he  
fu tu re .

in the  l o n g - t e s t e d  Sov ie t  people .  T h e  Ch inese  a n d  
Sov ie t  peop les  s h a r e  c o m m o n  in te res t s ,  a c o m m o n  
des t i ny  and  a c o m m o n  M a r x i s t - L e n i n i s t  ideology.

o l u t i o n a r y  peop les  of the  w o r l d  so as  to b r e a k  each 
one  by  one. W h i l e  s t epp ing  up  i ts  agg res s ion  a g a i n s t  
a n d  con t ro l  over  the  e x t e n s i v e  i n t e r m e d i a t e  zones be -  
t w e e n  the  Un i t ed  S t a t e s  and  the  socia l i s t  camp,  U.S. i m -

The  C o m m u n i s t  Pa r ty  of China  and the  Ch inese  
people  h a v e  a lways  w o r k e d  un t i r i ng ly  for  p r e s e r v i n g  
and s t r e n g t h e n i n g  the  un i ty  be tween  China  and the  
Sov ie t  Union.  T h r o u g h  no fau l t  of ours, nor  of the 
Sov ie t  people 's ,  re la t ions  b e t w e e n  the  Chinese  and 
Sovie t  Par t i es  and the  two count r ies  h a v e  e n c o u n t e r e d  
di f f icul t ies  and suf fe red  i m p a i r m e n t  in the  past  period.  
This is con t r a ry  to the  c o m m o n  aspi ra t ions  of the  
Chinese  and Sovie t  peoples,  the  peoples  of the  count r ies  
of the  socialist  camp and of the who le  world .  

We a re  convinced  tha t  the  t e m p o r a r y  d i f f icul t ies  
be tween  China  and the  Sovie t  Union  and be tween  the  
two Par t ies  are, a f t e r  all, only  a h is tor ica l  episode and 
can be g radua l ly  resolved.  Undoub ted ly ,  S ino -Sov ie t  
un i ty  can be res tored  and s teadi ly  s t r eng thened .  
C o m r a d e  Liu Shao-ch i  said as ear ly  as the  end  of 1960 
at the  conclusion of his vis i t  to the  Sovie t  Union :  
"Bo th  the Sovie t  people  and the  Chinese  peop le  h a v e  a 
f e rven t  desire  to r e in fo rce  the  un i ty  be tween  the  peo-  
ples of the two countr ies .

ples, people  are  v e r y  happy.  Converse ly ,  any  words  or  
deeds wh ich  are  no t  in the  in te res t s  of the  un i ty  be- 
t w e e n  our  two  Pa r t i e s  and  two  countr ies ,  or which  im-  
pa i r  the  basis of this u n i t y - - t h e  f u n d a m e n t a l  p r inc i -  
ples of M a r x i s m - L e n i n i s m  - -  wi l l  not  be coun tenanced  
by the people  of China.  Nor  wi l l  such words  or deeds 
be coun tenanced  by the people  of the Sovie t  Union.  A n d  
I be l ieve  tha t  they  wil l  not  be coun tenanced  e i the r  by 
the people  of any  of the  count r ies  of the socialist  camp,  
or  by the people  who  cons t i tu te  over  90 per  cent  of the  
total  popu la t ion  in the  capi ta l is t  wor ld . "  His tory  has 
p roved  and wil l  con t inue  to p rove  this. 

The  f r a l e r n a l  and mi l i t an t  f r i endsh ip  be tween  the  
Ch inese  and Sov ie t  peoples  is e ternal .  Like the  eve r -  
g reen  pines  and cypresses,  our  f r i endsh ip  has t aken  deep 
root  in the  hear t s  of our  two peoples. No one and no 
force  can des t roy  this f r iendship .  The  650 mi l l ion  Chi-  
nese  people  a re  the  mos t  re l iab le  f r iends  of the  Sovie t  
people  on whose  side they  wil l  s tand f i rmly  in all  c ir-  
cumstances .  

Let  us un i te  stil l  more  closely unde r  the b a n n e r  of 
the  October  Revo lu t ion  and on t h e  basis of M a r x i s m -

Both sides expressed great satisfaction with the growth of 
friendly and co-operative relations betweerr China and Mall and are resolved to continue developing this 
friendly co-operation.

of the Republic of Mall, and Madame Keita paid a state 
visit to the People's Republic of China from September 29 
to October 4 and from November 1 to 7, 1964, and attend- 
ed the celebrations of the .15th anniversary of the founding 
of the People's Republic of China. Accompanying them on

The talks be tween  China  and  Malt were  he ld  in an at-  
mosp he re  of sinceri ty,  f r ankness ,  cordia l i ty  and  f r i end l i -  
ness. Dur ing  the  talks the two par t i es  had a full  e x c h a n g e  
of v iews on in t e rna t iona l  ques t ions  of common  in te res t  and  
on the  f u r t h e r  deve lopmen t  of the  re la t ions  of f r i end ly  co- 
opera t ion  be tween  the two countr ies .  The resul ts  of the  
ta lks  showed  a comple te  ident i ty  of v iews  be tween  the  
two par t ies  on the  ques t ions  discussed. 

The two par t ies  w e r e  of the opinion tha t  the  p r e se n t  
in t e rna t iona l  s i tuat ion is mos t  f avourab le  to the people  of 
ali count r ies  in the i r  s t ruggle  to oppose imper ia l i sm,  colo- 
n ia l i sm and rico-colonialism, to win  and  sa feguard  na t iona l  
i n d e p e n d e n c e  and defend  wor ld  peace;  they  po in ted  out 
wi th  sat isfact ion tha t  the  na t iona l - l ibe ra t ion  m o v e m e n t s  
in Asia, Afr ica  and Latin Amer ica  have  become a m i g h t y  
con t empora ry  force w e a k e n i n g  and  d i rec t ly  h i t t ing  at im-  

per ia l i sm,  co lonia l i sm and  neo-co lon ia l i sm and  d e f e n d i n g  
wor ld  peace as wel l  as a g rea t  his tor ic  c u r r en t  prornot ing  
h u m a n  progress .  They r e a f f i r m e d  the i r  resolute  suppor t  
for  the  Asian,  Af r ican  and  Lat in  A m e r i c a n  peoples  in the i r  
jus t  s t ruggle  to oppose imper ia l i sm,  colonia l i sm and  neo-  
co lonia l i sm and  to w in  and  sa feguard  na t iona l  i ndependence ;  
and they expres sed  deep  convic t ion tha t  this  s t ruggle  would  
e m e r ge  vic tor ious  f inal ly.  

The two par t ies  no ted  wi th  p leasure  tha t  the  s i tua t ion  
is most  f avourab le  for  revolu t ion  t h roughou t  the  con t inen t  
of Africa.  The 300 mi l l ion  Af r i can  people  have  a w a k e n e d  
and  the na t iona l - l ibe ra t ion  m o v e m e n t  has become an i r re-  
s is t ible  force wi th  the m o m e n t u m  of a lands l ide ;  the  colo- 
nial  sys tem of imper ia l i sm in Afr ica  is inevi tab ly  head ing  
towards  d is in tegra t ion .  This  is an even t  of t r emendous  his-  
toric s ignif icance  in our t ime. The people  of more  than  
30 i n d e p e n d e n t  Afr ican  s ta tes  are  ca r ry ing  on w i t h  full  con-  
f idence  the  s t ruggle  to oppose imper ia l i sm,  colonia l i sm a n d  
neo-colonia l ism,  sa feguard  na t ional  i n d e p e n d e n c e  and  bui ld  
the i r  respect ive  countr ies .  The two par t ies  exp re s sed  w a r m  
congra tu la t ions  to the  people  of Zambia  on the i r  r ecen t  
a ch i evemen t  of i n d e p e n d e n c e  and  pa id  respects  to the peo-  
ple  of Ga m bia  who will  achieve  i n d e p e n d e n c e  in F e b r u a r y  
1965. 

The two par t i es  exp res sed  concern  over  the  s i tua t ion  
in the  Congo (Leopoldville),  and  he ld  tha t  the  suf fer ings  
of the Congolese (L) people  are  solely the  mak ing  of im-  
per ia l i sm,  colonia l i sm and neo-colonia l ism.  The two par t i es  
showed  deep s y m p a t h y  wi th  and  gave u n r e s e r v e d  suppor t  
to the just  and pat r io t ic  s t ruggle  of the  Congolese  (L) peo- 
ple, s t rongly  c o n d e m n e d  the  imper ia l i s t  aggress ion  and  in- 
t e rven t ion  in tha t  country,  f i rmly  d e m a n d e d  the  wi th -  
d rawa l  of the  imper ia l i s t  mi l i t a ry  pe r sonne l  and fore ign 
mercena r i e s  f rom there,  and  expres sed  the  deep convic t ion 
tha t  the  Congolese  (L) people  will  w in  the i r  jus t  and  pa-  
tr iotic s t ruggle  in the  end. 

The two par t ies  exp re s sed  resolute  suppor t  to the  peo- 
ples of Angola,  Guinea  (Bissau), Mozambique ,  S o u t h w e s t  
Africa,  Bechuana land ,  Basutoland,  Swazi land ,  F rench  So- 
ma.liland and  o ther  Afr ican  countr ies  w h o  are still  u n d e r  
colonial  rule  in the i r  s t ruggle  to smash  colonial  shackles  
and  to win  i ndependence  and f reedom.  The two par t i es  
ind ignan t ly  c o n d e m n e d  the  policies of racial  d i sc r imina t ion  
and apa r the id  pursued  by the  colonial  au thor i t i es  in South  
Africa,  S o u t h w e s t  Afr ica  and Sou the rn  Rhodes ia  and prac-  
t ised e l s ewhere  in the  wor ld ;  they  exp re s sed  full  suppor t  
to the South  Afr ican  people  in the i r  s t ruggle  agains t  the  
colonial is t  rule  and for  na t ional  l iberat ion,  and to the  peo- 
ple of Z i m b a b w e  in the i r  s t ruggle  to oppose the imper ia l i s t  
c rea t ion  of a second "Union of South  Afr ica"  and  to win  
na t ional  independence .  

The two par t i es  p ledged the i r  f i rm  suppor t  fo r  the  
Kor e a n  and Vie tnamese  peoples  in the i r  jus t  s t ruggle  
aga ins t  imper ia l i s t  aggress ion and  for  the  reuni f ica t ion  of 
the i r  mother lands .  They s t rong ly  c o n d e m n e d  t h e  agg res s ive  
c r imes  of imper ia l i sm in v io la t ing  the  Geneva  a g r e e m e n t s  
and w a g i n g  a special  w a r  aga ins t  t he  south Viet 'namese 
people;  they  exp re s sed  f i rm suppor t  to the  Cambod ian  
people  in the i r  jus t  s t rugg le  to de fend  the i r  sovere ignty ,  
independence ,  neu t ra l i ty  and  te r r i to r ia l  in tegr i ty  and  to 
the  Laot ian  people  in the i r  jus t  s t ruggle  to sa feguard  the i r  
sovere ignty ,  independence ,  neut ra l i ty ,  uni ty  and  t e r r i to r i a l  
in tegr i ty .  The two par t ies  he ld  tha t  a confe rence  of t he  
count r ies  concerned  should  be convened  i m m e d i a t e l y  in ac- 
co rdance  wi th  the Geneva  ag reemen t s  so as to se t t le  the  
ques t ion of I ndo -Ch ina  peaceful ly.  The  two par t ies  
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pledged the i r  f i rm suppor t  to the  people  of Nor th  Kal i -  
m a n t a n  in the i r  jus t  s t ruggle  for  na t iona l  i n d e p e n d e n c e  
and to the G o v e r n m e n t  and  people  of Indones ia  in the i r  
just  s t ruggle  to oppose imper i a l i sm and  all neo-colonia l i s t  
schemes  agains t  the Republ ic  of Indonesia .  The  two par t ies  
p ledged f i rm suppor t  for  the  Cuban  p e o p l e ' s  jus t  s t rug-  
gle agains t  imper ia l i s t  aggress ion and the  f ive d e m a n d s  
raised by the  Cuban  G o v e r n m e n t ,  and  exp re s sed  the  deep  
convict ion tha t  the  heroic Cuban  people  will  win  f inal  
victory u n d e r  the l eade r sh ip  of Fidel  Castro.  

The two par t ies  exp res sed  act ive suppor t  for  the  Second  
Af r i can -As ian  Confe rence  schedu led  to be held  in Alger ia  
in March  1965, and were  of the f i rm  bel ief  tha t  the  con- 
fe rence  will  ca r ry  on and  f u r t h e r  develop the  B a n d u n g  
spir i t  and make  impor t an t  con t r ibu t ions  t owards  opposing  
imper ia l i sm,  colonia l i sm and neo-colonia l i sm,  w i n n i n g  and  
safeguard ing  na t ional  independence ,  developing na t iona l  
economy and  culture,  p romot ing  As i an -Af r i can  sol idari ty,  
and defend ing  wor ld  peace. Both par t ies  p ledged  the i r  de -  
t e rmina t ion  to work  jo in t ly  for  the  full  success of this con-  
ference.  

The two par t ies  expressed  s incere  congra tu la t ions  on 
the  posi t ive  ach ievement s  scored by the  Second Confe rence  
of Non-Al igned  Count r ies  he ld  not  long ago in Cairo. The 
Chinese  side expressed  admi ra t i on  for  the  posi t ive  contr i -  
but ion m a d e  by P res iden t  Modibo Kei ta  to the success ot~ 
this conference.  

The Chinese  side exp res sed  high admi ra t ion  for the  
people of Malt who,  un i t ed  as one u n d e r  the  l eade r sh ip  
of the Sudanese  Union  P a r t y  and P r e s i d e n t  Modibo Keita,  
have  waged  va l ian t  s t ruggles  for  the  defence  of the i r  na-  
t ional  i ndependence  and agains t  all sor ts  of imper ia l i s t  
p ressures  and subvers ive  schemes.  It p ra i sed  the  Govern-  
m e n t  and  people  of Malt  for  the i r  spir i t  of se l f - re l iance ,  
the i r  f i rm resolve to overcome diff icult ies,  the i r  endeav-  
ours  and impor t an t  ach ievemen t s  in deve loping  na t iona l  
economy and cul ture  and gradual ly  removing  the  pover ty  
and backwardnes s  left  over  by colonial  rule. The Chinese  
side was glad to note  tha t  the  people  of Mali  a re  ca r ry ing  
f o r w a r d  the i r  revolu t ion  and  are  d e t e r m i n e d  to build the i r  
own country, in dccordance  wi th  the  teachings  of sc ient i f ic  
socialism. It h ighly  appra i sed  the  jus t  s t and  of the Gov-  
e r n m e n t  of Malt agains t  imper ia l i sm,  colonia l i sm and  neo- 
colonia l i sm and for  the  defence  of As ian -Af r i can  so l idar i ty  
and wor ld  peace. 

The Malt  side exp res sed  high admi ra t i on  for  the Chi-  
nese people  who  have  won great  victor ies  in social is t  rev-  
olut ion and socialist  cons t ruc t ion  over the pas t  15 years  
unde r  the l eadersh ip  of the Communi s t  Pa r ty  of China  
and C h a i r m a n  Mao Tse-tung.  These  grea t  victories  have  
f i l led the peoples  of Africa,  Asia and Lat in  Amer i ca  wi th  
pr ide  and  hope. The Malt side expressed  its apprec ia t ion  
of the  foreign policy of peace cons i s ten t ly  pursued  by the  
Chinese Government and its unremitting support for the 
just struggle of all oppressed peoples and nations in the 

world. It expressed hearty thanks to the Chinese people 
and Government for their generous, disinterested and bro- 

therly aid to the Republic of Mall, which is in conformity 

with the genuine spirit of proletarian internationalism in 
all respects. The Mall side expressed fraternal respects to 

the Chinese experts working in Mall for their devoted 
service, selfless labour and competent skill. The Govern- 

merit of Mall reaffirmed its support for the restoration of 
the legitimate rights of the People's Republic of China in 

the  Uni ted  Nat ions  and for  the  jus t  s t ruggle  of the  Chinese  
G o v e r n m e n t  and  people  to l ibera te  the i r  own t e r r i to ry  
Taiwan.  

The  Head  of S ta te  of Malt w a r m l y  cong ra tu l a t ed  the  
Chinese  people  on the i r  t r e m e n d o u s  scientif ic,  pol i t ical  and  
mora l  success in exp lod ing  the i r  f i rs t  a tom bomb.  This  grea t  
a c h i e v e m e n t  of the  Chinese  scientists ,  t echnic ians  and 
worke r s  const i tu tes  an impor t an t  con t r ibu t ion  to the en-  
h a n c e m e n t  of the defence  capabi l i t ies  of Asian,  Af r ican  
and Lat in  Amer i can  peoples.  It puts  an end to the  nuc lea r  
monopo ly  and  nuc lear  b lackmai l  of imper ia l i sm.  

The Head of S ta te  of Malt  expressed  f i r m  suppor t  for  
the  Chinese  G o v e r n m e n t ' s  proposal  for  conven ing  a summi t  
con fe rence  of all count r ies  on the comple te  prohib i t ion  and  
thorough  des t ruc t ion  of nuc lea r  weapons .  

The two par t ies  exp re s sed  grea t  sa t is fact ion wi th  t he  
deve lopmen t  of the  re la t ions  of f r i endsh ip  and  co-opera-  
t ion since the  e s t a b l i s h m e n t  of d ip lomat ic  re la t ions  be tween  
China  and  Malt;  they  w e r e  of the  opinion tha t  the  mu tua l  
suppor t  and  mutua l  ass i s tance  be twe e n  the  two count r ies  
in polit ical,  economic  and  cul tura l  f ields have  been  f ru i t -  
ful. These  re la t ions  of f r i e n d s h i p  and  co-opera t ion  have  
set an e x a m p l e  of f r i end ly  co-opera t ion  be tween  Asian  and 
Afr ican  countr ies  on the basis of the  Five Pr inc ip les  of 
Peacefu l  Coexis tence  and the Ten Pr inc ip les  of the Ban-  
dung Conference .  The two par t ies  are  reso lved  to m a k e  
ceaseless  effor ts  for  the  con t inued  deve lopmen t  of this  
f r i end ly  co-operat ion.  

Dur ing  the  visi t  of P r e s i d e n t  Modibo Kei ta  in China,  
the  two par t ies  s igned the  "Trea ty  of F r i e n d s h i p  B e t w e e n  
the  Peop le ' s  Republ ic  of China  and  the  Republ ic  of Mal t"  
and  the  " a g r e e m e n t  be twe e n  the  G o v e r n m e n t  of the  Peo-  
ple 's  Republ ic  of China  and  the  G o v e r n m e n t  of the Repub-  
lic of Malt on the  supply  of e q u i p m e n t  for  indus t r ia l  p ro -  
jects  by the  Chinese  G o v e r n m e n t  to the  Malt  G o v e r n m e n t . "  
This  m a r k s  a n e w  stage in the deve lopmen t  of the  re la t ions  
of f r i end ly  co-opera t ion  be twe e n  the  two countr ies .  The 
two par t ies  are  ful ly conf iden t  of the  broad  prospec ts  for  
the  deve lopmen t  of the  re la t ions  of f r i end ly  co-opera t ion  
be tween  China  and  Malt. 

The two par t ies  he ld  tha t  the  e xc ha nge  of visi ts  by 
the  s ta te  leaders  of the  two count r ies  is of grea t  s ignif i -  
cance  to the  p romot ion  of the f r i e n d s h i p  and  co-opera t ion  
be tween  the  two countr ies .  The visi t  of P r e s i d e n t  Modibo 
Kei ta  to China  has  m a d e  an impor t an t  con t r ibu t ion  towards  
p romot ing  the f r i e n d s h i p  and  mutua l  u n d e r s t a n d i n g  be-  
tween  the two peoples,  s t r e n g t h e n i n g  As ian -Af r i can  soli- 
dar i ty  and de fend ing  wor ld  peace. 

The Head of S ta te  and  G o v e r n m e n t  of Malt e x t e n d e d  
an inv i ta t ion  to the  C h a i r m a n  of the People ' s  Republ ic  of 
China  and the  P r e m i e r  of the  Sta te  Counci l  of the Peo-  
ple 's  Republ ic  of China  for a f r i end ly  visit  to the  Republic  of 
Malt at  a t ime  conven ien t  to thern. C ha i r m an  Liu Shao-  
chi and  P r e m i e r  Chou En-lai  accepted this  inv i ta t ion  wi th  
pleasure.

Sanzo Nosaka's Speech 

Sanzo Nosaka,  Chairman of the Central Commit tee  
of the Japanese Communi s t  Party,  delivered a speech 
at a meet ing in Tokyo  on November  5 commemora t ing  
the Soviet  Union's October Revolut ion  and the Chinese 
revolution. Excerpts  f rom Sanzo Nosaka's  speech 
follow. - -  Ed. 

K HRUSHCHOV'S  remova l  f rom office and  China ' s  
successful nuc lea r  test  are  fresh victories for 

M a r x i s m - L e n i n i s m  and  te l l ing blows to imper ia l i sm 
headed  by the Uni ted  States," said Sanzo Nosaka. 

He poin ted  ou t  tha t  the  r emova l  f rom office 
of K h r u s h c h o v  s ignif ied the b e g i n n i n g  of the b a n k -  
rup tcy  of the adverse  c u r r en t  of m o d e r n  rev is ionism 
in the i n t e r n a t i o n a l  a rena ;  at the  same time, it showed 
the  complete  correctness of the s t and  and  l ine  upheld  
by Marx i s t -Len in i s t  par t ies  and  Marx i s t -Len in i s t s  
t h roughou t  the  world. 

Refer r ing  to recent  events  in  the i n t e r n a t i o n a l  
com mun i s t  movement ,  the C u b a n  and  Bae Bo Gul f  
incidents ,  he said tha t  Khrushchov ' s  approach to these 
inc idents  had h a r m e d  the  in teres ts  of this side; it was 
one of y ie ld ing  and  submiss ion  to U.S. imper ia l i sm.  
He added, " 'A c o m m u n i s t  leader '  l av ish ly  praised by  
the imper ia l i s t s  mus t  be tota l ly  u n t r u s t w o r t h y . "  Both 
ex t remis t  v i e w s - - t h e  one con tend ing  tha t  K h r u s h -  
chov's  r emova l  f rom office would  have  no  effect on the 
cu r r en t  revis ionis t  t rend,  a n d  the  o ther  con t end ing  tha t  
the s t ruggle  aga ins t  rev is ion ism was over  and  tha t  
there  would  be p la in  sai l ing in  the  f u t u r e - - w e r e  
wrong,  he said. 

Sanzo Nosaka expressed the hope that  the new 
leaders  of the C o m m u n i s t  P a r t y  of the Soviet  Union  
would  learn  f rom Khrushchov ' s  fa i lu re  and  r e t u r n  to 
the  road of g e n u i n e  Marx i sm-Len in i sm.  He said: "Let 
us wai t  and  see which way the  n e w  leaders  of the 
Soviet  Un ion  will go." 

T u r n i n g  to China ' s  successful  nuc l ea r  test, Sanzo 
Nosaka described it as "a n ew  vic tory  for  the Chinese  
revo lu t ion  and socialist const ruct ion,  a v ic tory  for 
M a r x i s m - L e n i n i s m  upheld  by the  Chinese  C o m m u n i s t  
Par ty ,  and  a v ic tory  for  the Chinese  people."

Communique by the Italian Communist 
Party Leadership 

T HE c o m m u n i q u e  issued by the leadersh ip  of the 
I ta l ian  C o m m u n i s t  Pa r t y  on Oet(>ber 22 said, 

there was "the need to overcome the delay and  cont ra-  
dict ions in the march  along the path  of r enova t i on  
paved by the 20th Congress, and  the need to make  a 
p rofound  study, in  theory  and  in practice, of the in-  
separable  l inks  be tween  socialism and  democracy . . . .  

"Anyhow,  the grea t  con t r ibu t ions  made  by Com- 
rade Khrushchov  himself  in his efforts  to a f f i rm the 
policy of peaceful  coexistence and  to open a new pa th  
for c o m m u n i s m  and  the working-c lass  m o v e m e n t  
should not  be forgot ten."  

The c o m m u n i q u e  said tha t  it was necessary to "res- 
olutely  b r ing  abou t  an  upsurge  in  the s t ruggle  for 
peace and  d i s a r m a m e n t . "  

" In  the  c i rcumstances ,"  it cont inued ,  " the  a tomic  
test carr ied out  by the People 's  Republ ic  of C h i n a - -  
this test shows the danger  of f u r t he r  expans ion  of 
a tomic a r m a m e n t ,  hence g iv ing  rise to jus t i f ied  and  
reasonable  fear  and  anx ie ty  among  the p u b l i c - -  
cannot  and  should not  serve as an  excuse for the im-  
perial is t  powers  to renew the a tomic a rms  race or 
indu lge  in nuc l ea r  p ro l i fe ra t ion  in  one form or ano ther . "  

L. Longo's Speech 

Luigi Longo, Genera l  Secretary  of the I ta l ian  
C o m m u n i s t  Par ty ,  at a mass mee t ing  in Milan  on Octo- 
ber 18 said, "We endorsed  the genera l  l ine  laid down 
at  the 20th Congress  of the C.P.S.U. 

"We have all the t ime hoped tha t  the l ine of the 
20th Congress  wil l  be developed most  cons is ten t ly  and  
courageously  . . . .  

"When  the Chinese  comrades  clarif ied their  v iews 
on the ques t ions  of peace, peaceful  coexistence and  the 
diverse ways  to socialism, we opposed these v iews 
wi thou t  any  hes i ta t ion  and  reproached the Chinese  
comrades  for the m a n n e r  in  which they conducted  the 
polemics and  the i r  fac t ional  act ivi t ies  . . . .  

"When  the Soviet  comrades  advanced  the idea of an  
i n t e r n a t i o n a l  conference to sett le the differences,  we 
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immed ia t e ly  declared our  opposi t ion to such a con-  
ference. 

"The I t a l i an  C o m m u n i s t s  a t tached  impor t ance  to 
the fact tha t  the Cen t ra l  Commi t t ee  of the C.P.S.U. had 
in fo rmed  the I t a l i an  C o m m u n i s t  Pa r t y  tha t  the l ine  of 
the 20th Congress  r e m a i n e d  the u n s h a k a b l e  policy of 
the Soviet  Par ty .  The I t a l i an  C o m m u n i s t  P a r t y  had 
l ikewise declared, "The l ine  of r e fo rm and  the  policy 
of peaceful  coexistence of which  Comrade  K h r u s h c h o v  
is one of the p r inc ipa l  proponents ,  cons t i tu te  an  es- 
sent ia l  and  i r replaceable  pa r t  of the genera l  perspec-

Statement of the Presidium of the Central Committee

• I • O S t I I O  SHIGA, renegade  f rom the Japanese  Com- 
m u n i s t  Par ty ,  left  Yokohama on November  4 by a 

Soviet l iner  on his way  to Moscow. He was t r ave l l ing  
to the U.S.S.R. on the inv i t a t ion  of the Ins t i tu te  of 
Marx i sm-Len in i sm of the Cent ra l  Commit tee  of the 
C.P.S.U., according to Tokyo press repor ts  quot ing  the 
Nippon Broadcas t ing  Sta t ion  an d  the  Kycdo  News 
Agency. 

According to Kyodo, Shiga told the press tha t  he 
p l anned  to hold ta lks  wi th  the new Soviet  leaders  and  
seek their exp lana t ions  a b o u t  the  ous t ing  of K h r u s h -  
chov. 

The Nippon Keizai Sh imbun repor ted  that  should  
Shiga win  the suppor t  of the n e w  Soviet G o v e r n m e n t  
du r ing  his visit  to the Soviet  Union,  h e  would  set  abou t  
bu i ld ing  a ' :second C o m m u n i s t  Pa r ty"  u p o n  his r e t u r n  
to Japan.  

"Akahata" Exposes Plot 

Akahata in  an  art icle on November  4, en t i t led  "The 
Conspi racy of Yoshio Shiga 's  Trip to the Soviet  Union," 
points  ou t  tha t  this  t r ip  "is a concrete  man i f e s t a t i on  
of the  pi t iable  conspi racy of the a n t i - P a r t y  group  of 
spl i t ters  which, f ind ing  itself in a cul-de-sac, is t ry ing  
to prolong its ex is tence  by begging for fore ign  suppor t ."  

The article says tha t  the Shiga group  has suffered 
a tel l ing blow as a resu l t  of Khrushchov ' s  forced re-  
mora l .  To recover  lost ground,  it  has  a t t e mp ted  to 
take  a d v a n t a g e  of the  l ong -p l anned  t r ip  to the Soviet  
Un ion  to beg f rom the new leadersh ip  of the Soviet  
Union  an  exp lana t ion  of the t r u t h  of Khrushchov ' s  
removal  and  use this  to pass itself off as the  Japanese  
"Par ty ,"  Shiga himself  as r ep resen ta t ive  of t ha t  "Par ty ,"  
and  then  acqui re  the visa for " i n t e r n a t i o n a l  ci t izenship."  

"The leadersh ip  of the Soviet  P a r t y  was  itself 
compelled to re l ieve K h r u s h c h o v  of his posts because  
of the aggrava t ion  of cont radic t ions  in  the K h r u s h c h o v  
revisionist  l ine;  a n d  it is precisely because of this  tha t  
Shiga 's  plan wil l  l ikewise be doomed to fa i lu re  though  

he has  placed his last  hopes on  the n e w  leadersh ip  of 
the Soviet  Union,"  the ar t icle  says. 

"If some people abroad  t h ink  tha t  this  hand fu l  
of despicable a n t i - P a r t y  revis ionis ts  are  sti l l  usefu l  to 
them, they will  su re ly  be severe ly  condemned  by his-  
tory," i t  said. 

Earlier,  a repor t  f rom Moscow said tha t  the  Soviet  
paper  Trud on October  30 devoted its en t i re  th i rd  page 
to ar t icles  by  Japanese  and  Soviet  personages  u n d e r  
the genera l  heading  "On the F r o n t  of the Class S t rug-  
gle." These inc luded an article by  V.I. Prokhorov,  Secre- 
t a ry  of the A l l -Un ion  Cent ra l  Counci l  of Trade  Unions,  
which lavished praise on  Yoshio Shiga, Ichizo Suzuki ,  
and  o ther  renegades  of the Japanese  Commun i s t  Par ty .  
Quot ing  s t a t emen t s  in the  Voice of Japan, a j o u r n a l  
pub l i shed  by  Shiga a n d  o ther  renegades,  this ar t ic le  
mal ic iously  a t tacked  the Japanese  Commun i s t  Pa r t y  
as "going aga ins t  the in te res ts  of the Japanese  work ing  
class and,  in  fact, fa l l ing  in wi th  the s t and  of J apanese  
mo.nopoly capital ."  It  s ta ted s l anderous ly  tha t  " the 
Japanese  C.P. leaders  are  in  the same camp  wi th  those 
who oppress and  exploi t  the Japanese  work ing  class." 

The ar t ic le  pra ised to the skies act ivi t ies  which  
u n d e r m i n e  the Japanese  m o v e m e n t  agains t  a tomic a n d  
hydrogen  bombs  and  which spli t  the Ten th  World Con-  
ference Agains t  Atomic  and  Hydrogen  Bombs. It  also 
b r a n d e d  those who opposed the  sp l i t t ing  act ivi t ies  as

most  h u m a n  d e m a n d s  of the peoples are  ba rba rous  and  
profane ."  

Quot ing  the prepos terous  a r g u m e n t s  of Shiga and  
Suzuki ,  P rokhorov ' s  ar t ic le  said tha t  the Japanese  Com- 
m u n i s t  Pa r ty ' s  s t and  aga ins t  the U.S.-Brit ish-U.S.S.R.

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Public Health 

Training Medical Workers 
by LING YANG 

C HINA has t r a ined  some 450,000 doctors, surgeons,  
dent is ts ,  pharmacis ts ,  .nurses, midwives  and  o ther  

medical  workers  s ince l ibera t ion .  Most of them are 
t r a ined  in m o d e r n  methods  and  have  a basic knowledge  
of t r ad i t iona l  Chinese  methods,  b u t  qu i te  a n u m b e r  are  
specialized in t r ad i t iona l  Chinese  medic ine  and  most  of 
these also have  a knowledge  of modern ,  Wes te rn  
methods.  This new con t ingen t  of medical  workers  is 
work ing  in a na t iona l  hea l th  service together  wi th  a 
mi l l ion  ve te ran  medical  men.  These la t te r  inc lude  about  
20,000 m o d e r n - t r a i n e d  physicians.  

For  a big coun t ry  of 650 mi l l ion  people even such 
a large medical  force is no t  enough  and  s t r enuous  ef- 
forts are c o n t i n u i n g  to increase  it, bu t  it s ignifies 
no tab le  progress w h e n  compared  wi th  medical  condi-  
t ions in old China.  

New China  inher i t ed  f rom the  old days an appal -  
l ing legacy of poverty,  ill hea l th  and  the meres t  skele ton 
of a heal th  service. There  were  few m o d e r n  hospitals 
in the coun t ry  f i f teen years  ago and  m a n y  of the  few 
medical  colleges were  r u n  b y  foreign interests.  Modern-  
t r a ined  doctors pract ised pr inc ipa l ly  in  the  big coastal  
cities. Impor t an t  as t r ad i t iona l  medic ine  was  to the  
masses, ~t was  bad ly  neglected by  the  r eac t i ona ry  re-  
gime. Not a s ingle school specialized in  this  field. 
Wes t e rn - t r a ined  phys ic ians  la rge ly  ignored  it. 

Reforming Old. Building New Medical Schools 

The es tab l i shment  of a m o d e r n  heal th  service for 
the people occupied the  a t t en t ion  of the  People 's  Gov-  
e r n m e n t  f rom the start .  The t r a in ing  of more  medical  
workers  was taken  as a cent ra l  task in this field. TEe 
first  th ing  was to reorganize  and  re form the old medicaf 
colleges t aken  over  f rom the  imper ia l i s t s  an d  the old 
regime. They  differed widely  in teaching methods  and  
materials .  Most of the teaching was out of touch wi th  
Chinese realities.  Case histories used in text  books, for 
instance,  were usua l ly  f rom European  or Amer i can  ex-  
per ience and  often therefore  did not  make  much  sense 
when  considered in re la t ion  to condi t ions  in China.  
Lit t le  cons idera t ion  was g iven to such i m p o r t a n t  topics 
for China ' s  heal th  service as the p reven t ion  and  t rea t -  
m e n t  of schistosomiasis* and  other  diseases and a i lments  
especially widespread in old China.  Medical colleges 
had no  d e p a r t m e n t s  for t r a i n i n g  specialists  in publ ic  
hea l th  a n d  an t i - ep idemic  work  so essent ia l  to China.  

*A parasitical disease, carried by a snail, which once 
ravaged large areas of the Yangtse valley and caused untold 
suffering to the peasants. 

New China  radical ly  t r an s fo rmed  the old colleges. 
The i r  facilities, e q u i p m e n t  and  methods  of i n s t ruc t ion  
have  been grea t ly  improved  and teaching s t anda rds  
raised. Old courses have  been reorganized  and  a la rge  
n u m b e r  of new specialized courses in t roduced,  especial-  
ly on those subjects  which are of pa r t i cu la r  and  u r g e n t  
in teres t  in China  today. Whi le  these schools were  
be ing re formed  and  expanded  m a n y  new ones were  set 
up. 

New China  t ra ins  its medical  workers  in m a n y  
ways:  in colleges, specialized secondary  schools, spare-  
t ime courses and other  classes. 

Every  province,  m u n i c i p a l i t y  and  a u t o n o m o u s  re -  
gio.n, except  Tibet ,  n o w  has one or more  medica l  col- 
leges. Of this total  a cer ta in  n u m b e r  specialize in  par -  
t icu lar  b ranches  of m e d i c i n e  The first  college to t r a in  
medical  specialists  exclusiv~_ly o r  the  eoa lminers  has 
been  set up in Tangshan ,  centre  of the  famous  Ka i l an  
colliery. A n u m b e r  of medical  colleges have  been set 
up especial ly to t r a in  doctors and  pharmacis t s  for the 
r a i lway  workers .  There  are  20 medical  colleges a n d  
schools t r a i n i n g  doctors in t r ad i t iona l  Chinese medicine.  

The na t iona l  n e t w o r k  of medical  colleges now has 
90,000 s tudents ,  e ight  t imes as m a n y  as were  be ing  
t r a ined  in medical  colleges in  all China  in 1947, the peak 
p re - l ibe ra t ion  year.  As in  o ther  h igher  educa t iona l  
in s t i tu t ions  s tuden ts  receive tu i t ion  and lodging free 
w i t h  s t ipends  for those who need them. Since l ibera-  
t ion  these colleges have  g radua ted  ~20,000 s tudents .  
A n o t h e r  330,000 youngs te r s  f in ished three-  to f ou r -yea r  
courses in 200 secondary  medical  schools d i s t r ibu ted  in  
all par ts  of the count ry .  

The medical  and  pharmaceu t i ca l  colleges give f ive-  
or s ix -year  courses. Each college has a t tached  to it  one  
or more  hospitals  where  s tuden t s  go for cl inical  t r a i n -  
ing. Large ones, such as the  Peking  a.nd the Shangha i  
No. 1 Medical  Colleges have  five or six hospi ta ls  a t -  
tached to them. The Chinese Medical College es tab l i shed  
in Pek ing  in 1958 has  e igh t -year  courses to t r a in  r e -  
search workers  in  medical  science. 

Training Socialist-Minded Doctors 
New China's medical schools aim to train qualified 

specialists who are socialist-minded and professionally 
competent. In order to achieve this, students, besides 
their professional training, get the same socialis~ 
political education as in other schools. 

They are also required to spend a certain time doing 
physical labour on the farms or in the factories an:l 
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here  whi le  l iv ing  a n d  wo rk in g  together  wi th  the peas- 
an t s  and  workers  they  l e a rn  to iden t i fy  themselves  
wi th  the work ing  people and  become more  de t e rmined  
to serve the masses. They  learn  in this way  to l ink  
theory  be t te r  wi th  pract ice because, in addi t ion  to help-  
ing with f a rm or  factory work, they  also spread  medical  
knowledge  among  the  masses, pass on knowledge  on 
the  p reven t ion  of diseases a n d  give t r ea tment .  

The exper ience  of the Shangha i  No. 1 Medical Col- 
lege is a good example  of this. In 1957, s luden t s  and  
facul ty  member s  of the college's Publ ic  Heal th  Depar t -  
men t  wen t  to Ch ingpu  on the city's outski r t s  and  there  
establ ished an "expe r imen ta l  plot" for the p reven t ion  
and t r e a t m e n t  of schistosomiasis.  Later  they made 
Ch ingpu  a base for r egu la r  medical  field work  and  [or 
life and  work among  the peasants .  

Work ing  in close contac t  wi th  the peasants  and  
s tudy ing  condi t ions  and  p rob lems  on the spot, they 
developed a deeper  sense of class so l idar i ty  wi th  the 
peasant  masses and got a be t t e r  f i r s t - hand  knowledge  
of the disease. In this  way  they  were able  to devise 
tile most  pract ical  methods  for p reven t ing ,  cur ing  and  
wip ing  out  the disease. 

The teaching staff  has also found  the " e x p e r imen t a l  
plot" method  of help in the i r  work.  Courses in 
epidemiology,  e n v i r o n m e n t a l  sani ta t ion ,  nu t r i t i on ,  pub -  
lic heal th  organizat ion,  l abour  hyg iene  and  m a n y  other  
subjects  were much  improved  by incorpora t ing  ex- 
per ience ga ined from work  in  Chingpu.  

"Study While You Work" 

In China today, not only large cities have well- 
appoin ted  modern  hospitals.  Each county  has one or 
two, each people 's  c o m m u n e  has at least a polycl inic  
and  m a n y  c o m m u n e  f a rm br igades  have clinics. The 
bigger  factories and  mines  have  set up  sizable hospitals.  
M~;st of these hospitals  and  clinics are staffed with gi 'ad- 
uates  f rom medical  colleges an d  secondary  medica l  
schools. In all  these ins t i tu t ions  "s tudy whi le  you work"  
methods  have been found  effective in enab l ing  medical  
wu.rkers to con t inue  their  s tudies  wi thou t  leaving  their  
p~.~sts. 

In the cities, they have ample  o p p o r tu n i t y  to a t t end  
tu i t ion- f ree  spa re - t ime  courses, even ing  colleges or 
shor t - t e rm courses. Lectures, discussions on complicated 
cases and dozens of specialized periodicals give them 
up- to -da te  i n fo rma t ion  on the latest  ach ievements  in 
medical  science. 

In  the ru ra l  areas where  hospitals  and clinics are 
fewer  and more  scat tered there  are also m a n y  op- 
por tun i t i es  to raise one 's  professional  level. Physicians,  
professors as well as research workers  (many of them 
well  k n o w n  in their  fields) f r equen t ly  come f rom the  
cities to pass on the i r  knowledge  to the i r  ru ra l  col- 
leagues, g iving lectures,  pe r fo rming  d e m o n s t r a t i o n  
operat ions  and g iv ing  suggest ions  on how to t rea t  com- 
plicated cases. It is in this  way  and  also by spa re - t ime  
c~auses tha t  China  has bu i l t  up a large force of m o d e r n  
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A c u p u n c t u r e  e h t s s  in  t h e  P e k i n g  College  o£ 
Tradi t iona l  Medic ine  

midwives ,  m a n y  of them old midwives  r e t r a ined  in  
m o d e r n  methods.  

Hospitals  and research ins t i tu t ions  which are be t t e r  
equipped  and  have  h igher  scientif ic  s t anda rds  often give 
courses in advanced  studies. Doclors who have sewu-al 
years '  pract ical  exper ience  can work u n d e r  the gu idance  
of ve te ran  specialists for a per iod and  a t tend  special 
lectures  in the d e p a r t m e n t  they are in teres ted  in. For  
example,  the Tien ts in  People 's  Hospital,  k n o w n  for its 
depa r tmen t s  of osteology and  oncology, and  the 
Neurosu rge ry  D e p a r t m e n t  of the H s u a n w u  Hospital  
with its a t tached ins t i tu t ion  in Peking,  have  both 
t r a ined  qui te  a n u m b e r  of qual i f ied  surgeons  in this 
way. This method  has also been widely adopted in 
t r a i n i n g  specialists in newly  developing  fields such as 
card iovascular  surgery  and  the m a k i n g  of electro-  
encephalograms.  

At  a rough  count,  more  t han  90,000 medical  work -  
ers received such t r a in ing  d u r i n g  the last  15 years. 
These inc lude  15,000 doctors of the t r ad i t iona l  Chinese 
school who wished to acqui re  a knowledge  of Weste rn  
medic ine  and  several  t housand  Wes t e rn - t r a i ned  doctors 
who wished to s tudy  t r ad i t iona l  Chinese  medicine.  

High Standard of Graduates 
Many  d is t inguished  examples  demons t r a t e  the  h igh 

s t anda rd  of pos t - l ibe ra t ion  gradua tes  f rom the  medical  
colleges. 

Chen Chung-wei ,  a young  S h a n g h a i  surgeon  
t ra ined  af ter  l ibera t ion,  has pe r fo rmed  two successful  
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operaI: ions of g r e a t  s ign i f i cance  to Ch inese  su rge ry .  In  
J a n u a r y  las t  year ,  he and  his co l leagues  r e jo ined  a com- 
p le te ly  severed  r igh t  h a n d  of a mach in i s t ,  the  f i rs t  suc-  
cessful  ope ra t i on  of i ts  k ind .  A y e a r  la te r ,  th is  worke r ,  
his r e jo ined  hand  func t ion ing  sa t i s fac to r i ly ,  is back  at  
h is  fac tory .  In  N o v e m b e r  1963 they  r e j o i n e d  a c o m p l e t e l y  
severed  lef t  a r m  of a n o t h e r  worke r .  This  t ime  the  a r m  
h a d  been  seve red  n e a r  the  shou lde r  in an  acc ident .  The  
pa t i en t  dan now w a v e  and  f lex his r e k n i t  a rm,  l i f t  his 
hand  to touch  his head  and  hold  a one-kg,  we igh t  w i th  

it. (See P.R., No. 34, 1963 a n d  No. 37, 1964.) 

Three  S h a n g h a i  a r m y  surgeons,  Wu Meng-chao ,  
Chang  Hs i ao -hua  and Hu Hung-ka i ,  all  p o s t - l i b e r a t i o n  
g radua tes ,  have  p e r f o r m e d  71 hepa t i c  resec t ions  in the  
pas t  four  yea r s  wi th  a r ecord  of 88.7 pe r  cent  success,  a n  
a c h i e v e m e n t  equa l  to the  wor ld ' s  bes t  in this  field.  

S ince  the i r  f i r s t  successful  o p e r a t i o n  p e r f o r m e d  in t he  
sp r ing  of 1960, these  su rgeons  have  o p e r a t e d  for  14 
k inds  of l ive r  t rouble ,  i nc lud ing  l i v e r  t u rnou t s  and  
cancers ,  pa r a s i t i c  cysts  of the  l i ve r  and  l ive r  stones.  
S ince  1963, t hey  have  o p e r a t e d  success fu l ly  on t h r e e  
cases of m a l i g n a n t  t u rnou t s  in the  cen t ra l  l ive r  lobes. 
A n  ef fec t ive  m e t h o d  of con t ro l l ing  b leed ing  d u r i n g  the 
ope ra t i on  has  been  deve loped .  This  is i m p o r t a n t  as 
t h e  cen t ra l  lobes  a r e  close to the  m a i n  vein  in the  
a b d o m i n a l  cav i ty  and  the  hepa t i c  h i lum,  w h e r e  m a n y  
blood vessels  enter .

Bu i ld ing  on the  ex -  
pe r i ence  ga ined  in these  pas t  years ,  China  is w o r k i n g  
for  the  f u r t h e r  r a p i d  e x p a n s i o n  of these  cadres  of h igh-  
ly  qua l i f i ed  medica l  w o r k e r s  as a key  s tep  to g iv ing  a 
be t t e r  med ica l  serv ice  to the  people .

ACROSS THE LAND 
Skull of Early Man Found 

T HE skull  of an a p e - m a n  which  is 
e s t imated  to preda te  Pek ing  Man 

has been d i scovered  in China.  

The la t tc r ' s  d iscovery  in C h o u k o u -  
t ien near  Pek ing  was unt i l  r ecen t ly  
the ear l ies t  r ema ins  of m a n  (euho- 
minid) eve r  found in China.  Skul l s  
of men  of a s imi lar ly  ear ly  date  have  
been found only  in J a v a  (Java  Man) 
in Indonesia  and in Te rn i f i ne  in 
Algeria.  The  Pek ing  Man (Sinan- 
thropus pekinensis) is e s t imated  to be 
400,000 years  old. Now a h u m a n  skul l  
f rom the ear ly  midd le  P le i s tocene  
period,  though t  to be 500,000 to 
600.000 years  old, has been u n e a r t h e d  
in K u n g w a n g l i n g  Vil lage in Lan t i an  
County,  Shensi  Province .  

The f ind is wel l  p reserved .  In 
addi t ion to a comple te  skull  cap, the 
orbits  (eye sockets),  the  nasal  bones  
and the t empora l  bones on both  sides 
of the skull  are  par t ia l ly  p reserved .  
The s t rong b rowr idges  which  a r e  

connected  above  the  nose, the  low 
skull  vau l t  and thick crania l  wal l  of 
the skull, all suggest  the p r i m i t i v e  
charac te r  of its owner .  

N u m e r o u s  fossils of m a m m a l s  were  
d iscovered  toge the r  wi th  the  skull.  
These  include the  s tegodont  e lephant ,  
anc ien t  small  bear  (Urmts etruscus), 
sabre - too thed  cat (Macha~rodus), 
S a n m e n  horse (Equus sanmeniensis), 
tapir ,  g iant  deer  (MegaIoceros) and  
bison. 

Unl ike  the skull  of Pek ing  Man 
which was found in a cave, the Lan-  

t ian  one was d i scovered  in sed iments  
out  in the open. At  present ,  the 
Lan t ian  skull  is the only one of an 
ea r ly  a p e - m a n  in China.  The  w h e r e -  
abouts  of Pek ing  Man ' s  skulls  is 
u n k n e w n ;  they  were  last  heard  of in 
the  possession of the Amer icans .  

The  d iscovery  of a mand ib l e  of an 
ea r ly  man  in Lan t ian  in the s u m m e r  
of 1963 led to e x t e n s i v e  exp lo ra t ions  
in the area ea r l i e r  this year .  The 
Chinese  A c a d e m y  of Sciences '  Ins t i -  
tu te  of V e r t e b r a t e  Pa laeon to logy  and 
P a l a e o a n t h r o p o l o g y  field team, w o r k -  
ing on a calcareous  concre t ion  l ayer  
u n d e r  ye l lowish  loess- l ike  sandy 
clays, excava t ed  whole  lumps  of de-  
posits con ta in ing  fossils. These  w e r e  
t r anspor t ed  to P e k i n g  for  p repara t ion .  
The  skull,  and a fossil ape-rnan tooth,  
w e r e  found  in these deposits.  

News of this i m p o r t a n t  f ind was  
announced  on N o v e m b e r  3 by Young  
Chung-ch ien ,  Di rec tor  of the Ins t i tu te  
of Ve r t eb ra t e  Pa laeon to logy  and Pa-  
l aeoan thropology ,  at  a jo in t  mee t i ng  
in Sian,  Shens i  Province ,  of the Na-  
t ional  Confe rence  on Q u a t e r n a r y  Re-  
searches and the Lan t i an  Cenozoic  
Field Conference .

M ORE and more  ag r i cu l tu ra l  scien- 
tists have  emerged  f rom the i r  

l abora to r ies  to l ink research  di rec t ly  
wi th  actual  p roduc t ion  by closely co- 
opera t ing  wi th  ru ra l  func t ionar ies  
and peasants .  

Scient is ts '  on - the - spo t  research  
mee ts  an u rgen t  need  as c o m m u n e  

members ,  eager  to p robe  the  laws of 
n a t u r e  and raise yields,  h a v e  s ta r ted  
e x p e r i m e n t a l  plots  and r equ i r e  ex-  
pe r t  help. On Pek ing ' s  o.ut~kirts, for  
example ,  260 e x p e r i m e n t a l  w h e a t  
p l o t s - - r u n  jo in t ly  by ru ra l  func-  
t ionaries ,  peasan t s  and hund reds  of 
scient is ts  (professors,  w h e a t  expe r t s  
and  agro- technic ians)  - -  to ta l l ing  
30,000 mu  have  been set up. A d v a n c e d  
cu l t iva t ion  me thods  have  been  t r ied  
out  and de ta i led  records  studied.  
Such e f for t s  p layed  an i m p o r t a n t  
pa r t  in th is  yea r ' s  r e c o r d - b r e a k i n g  
yie lds  on a mi l l ion  mu of whea t l and .  

Two new pi lot  p l o t s - - f o r  inves t i -  
ga t ing  low-y ie ld ing  paddyf i e lds  in 
r i ce -g rowing  H u n a n  P rov ince  and 
the sal ine soil tha t  makes  ful l  g r o w t h  
of Honan  P rov ince ' s  cot ton and 
whea t  seedl ings  imposs ib le  - -  have  
been i n a u g u r a t e d  by the  Chinese  
A c a d e m y  of Agr i cu l t u r a l  Sciences '  
Soil and  Fer t i l i ze r  Inst i tute .  The  
research  group in Hunan ,  combin ing  
its work  wi th  tha t  of the  local peas-  
ants,  w o r k e d  out  means  of fe r t i l i za-  
t ion wh ich  i m p r o v e  soil s t r u c t u r e  

and raise per  mu r ice y ie ld  by 15 .to 
30 per  cent. The  H o n a n  pro jec t  has  
devised  measu res  for  ensu r ing  a 
much  fu l le r  s tand of seedlings.  

Agr i cu l t u r a l  sc ient is ts  a lso h a v e  
car r ied  out  ex t ens ive  pest  and 

disease cont ro l  su rveys  in co -o rd ina -  
t ion wi th  the peasants .  They  have  
found ways  t6 br ing  c rop-des t roy ing  

locusts unde r  control  and p roduced  
an e f fec t ive  insect ic ide which  kills 
over  95 per  cent  of the w h e a t  midges.

stitutions of higher learning which 
have sprung up in Peking since 1958. 
These additions over a seven-year 
span conf i rm the l eap- fo rward  speed 
with which China  is bu i ld ing  a mod-  
e rn  indus t ry ,  agr icul ture ,  science 
and technology. All in all  there are 51 
univers i t i es  and colleges in the capi tal  
offer ing s tuden ts  460 special courses. 
Such courses in eng inee r ing  alone 
now double  those of 1957. 

Most of the new colleges are t r a in -  
ing technical  personnel  for the en-  
gineering,  chemical,  power, and  l ight  
industr ies .  The Chinese Univers i ty  
of Science and  Technology has 30 
specialized courses inc lud ing  h igh-  
po lymer  chemistry,  chemical  physics 
and applied mathemat ics .  Many  of 
the newer  indus t r ies  such as ar t i f ic ial  
fibre, precision i n s t r u m e n t  m a k i n g  
and  eq u i pmen t  for medical  use, and  
the design and manufacture of ma- 

chinery for the var ious  b ranches  of 
l ight  i ndus t ry  are staffed wi th  
g radua tes  f rom the new colleges or 
specialized courses. Up to this year,  
10,000 s tuden ts  have come f rom these 
colleges and  courses alone, where  
studies are closely l inked  wi th  prac-  
tice. 

Many  graduates  of the Pek ing  In -  
s t i tute  of Water  Conse rvancy  and  
Hydro-electr ic  Power  are now tak ing  
part in the management of reservoirs, 
dams and irrigation projects.

How this  lad, para lyzed  in both legs 
before he f irst  began  walking,  got 
his n e w  aid dates  back to Sept. 1, 
1962, when  he enrol led in the Bei- 
x ing  P r i m a r y  School in P inghs iang ,  
Kiangsi .  

Because of his condi t ion  the school 
staff met  to consider  Chao's  enrol -  
m e n t  and  then  discussed ways  to 
give this  cr ippled child of a worke r  
all possible help. One o f  the f i rs t  
th ings  decided was to pu t  h im in  a 
class on the g round  floor .nearest 
the school gate. In  the b e g i n n i n g  his 
fa ther  b rough t  h im to and  fro on his 
back. 

Watch ing  young  Chao's physical  
difficulties,  one schoolmate  decided 
to help out. Jao Chi- l in ,  who was just  
nine,  asked: "Let me t ry  and  carry  
you." He was followed by five others 
who soon took over the fa ther ' s  
burden .  

As the boys saw it, they were 
pu t t i ng  in to  practice wha t  they had 
been  taught .  They carr ied Chao (m 
thei r  spr ing  out ing  and  gave him his 
f irst  v iew of the town from a hilltop. 
t ie  was delighted. Wherever  the class 
went ,  such as to an exhibi t ion ,  Chao 
was par t  of the group as a resul t  of 
his "ext ra"  legs. 

When  on May 31, 1964, the Renmin  
Ribao repor ted  that  the boys had 
passed the 500-day m a r k  in their

efforts on Chao's  behalf  the school 
was immedia t e ly  swamped  with let- 
ters and donat ions  from all over the 
country .  Letters  of praise and en-  
couragement  flowed in f rom a r m y -  
men,  f rom factory and  office workers,  
f rom teachers and  Young Pioneers .  

Dona t ions  were all r e tu rned ,  bu t  
new  ones followed in their  wake.  
Again  the school sent  them back be- 
cause the staff and  pupils  a l ready 
had decided to get Chao a h a n d -  
propel led wheelchair .

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ROUND THE WORLD 
Labour Takes Over 

British Economy Shaky 
As Labour  took over  f rom the  

Tory adrnin is t ra t ion  a f te r  the genera l  
elect ion which gave  it a p recar ious  
ma jo r i ty  of four  in the House of Com-  
mons, m o u n t i n g  economic  t roubles  
s tared Br i ta in ' s  "new mas te r s"  in the 
face. The count ry ' s  gold reserves  
were  fal l ing;  the va lue  of the pound  
had dropped to its lowest  point  for 
seven years ;  the t rade gap had 
widened  to an a l a rming  ex t en t ;  and 
the balance of paymen t s  was one of 
the most u n f a v o u r a b l e  for years.  The  
econon-..ic and fi~.~ancial p ic ture  was 
so g loomy that  the press in Western  
Europe and in Bri ta in  itself a l ready  
talked about  the vu lne rab i l i t y  of the 
Labour  g o v e r n m e n t .  

To grapple  with the ugly s i tuat ion,  
Whitelnall announced  on October  26 
a 15 per cent  imp>oft surcharge .  As a 
tar i f f  barr ier ,  the levy  hit  the Com-  
mon Marke t  and EFTA (European  
Free Trade  Association) count r ies  and 
also the home marke t .  Bri t ish busi-  
ness houses warned  that  prices 
would go up for a wide range  of ccm-  
modities.  

Danish Fore ign  Minis ter  H a e k k e r u p  
accused Bri ta in  of v io la t ing  the t e rms  
of the EFTA agreement .  Norway,  
expor t e r  of newspr in t  to Bri ta in,  
described the levy as a "shock."  
I tal ian Minis ter  of Fore ign  Trade  
Berna rdo  Mat ta re l la  said he was 
worr ied  by this Bri t ish move  and a 
spokesnlan oI the Bonn Minis t ry  of 
Economics  said West G e r m a n y  was 
"ve ry  d isappoin ted ."  France ' s  Fi-  
nance Minis ter  Valery  Giscard d 'Es ta-  
ing stated tha t  the Bri t i sh  levy " m a y  
affect  expor t s  in sens i t ive  areas  of 
the French economy."  U.S. Score-  
tary of the Treasury  Douglas  Di l lon 
expressed " r eg re t s "  about  the meas-  
ure  which would have  an " a d v e r s e  
e f fec t"  on U.S. trade. In face of this 
opposi l ion the Labour  g o v e r n m e n t  
assured its allies that  the impor t  
surcharge  would  be revoked  as soon 
as the balance of paymen t s  defici t  
w a s  O V e l ' C o l n e .  

Pr ime  Minis ter  Harold  Wilson, to 
grid tl;e pill, p leaded in a te levis ion 

broadcas t  that  Br i ta in  took the step 
because it faced an " e x t r e m e l y  s e -  

r i o u s  economic  s i tua t ion"  and had 
been " l iv ing  on bo r rowed  money  
and bor rowed  t ime."  He added,  
"We have  been accept ing money  
f rom m a n y  par ts  of the world,  in 
pa r t i cu la r  f rom our  C o m m o n w e a l t h  
pa r tne r s  whose  s ter l ing balances  in 
London have  been rising. And in 
addi t ion we have  had to bor row from 
New York and our  f r iends  in 
Europe ."  Wilson indicated that  the 
Bri t i sh  G o v e r n m e n t  in tended  to bor-  
row fu r t he r  f rom other  i n t e rna t iona l  
sources. But  even  this, toge ther  wi th  
the addi t iona l  impor t  dut ies  and 
o ther  measu res  announced  does not 
seem to have  crea ted  much of an im-  
pression in lead ing  Bri t ish circles. 
In the opinion of the Financial 
Times, the Ci ty ' s  mouthpiece ,  " the  
cu r ren t  s i tua t ion  is t h rea t en ing . "  

Dimmer Divali 

From Ship to Shop 
Divali, the  Indian  fest ival  of  l ights  

ce lebra ted  a week ago, was d i m m e r  
this  year.  It was da rkened  by food 
shor tages  which,  a l r eady  bad enough  
in mid-1964, a re  now g rowing  s teadi-  
ly worse.  Sugar  and flour, the two 
s taples  for the  occasion, a re  scarce 
in most  of India. For  mil l ions  of 
Hindu  housewives  buy ing  e i ther  com- 
modity,  even  an a m o u n t  bare ly  
enough  for the family,  mean t  s tand-  
ing long hours  in queues  or paying 
ransom prices on the black market .  

The  worsen ing  s i tua t ion  has caused 
widespread  discontent .  Shor tage  and 
hoard ing  have  sent all food prices up 
and up, by as much  as 40 per cent  
in recent  days. In some states,  Orissa 
for  example ,  the people  ra ided the 
g ra in  s tores  and a t t acked  police s ta-  
tions, g o v e r n m e n t  off ices  and  the 
homes  of  officials. 

To mee t  the crisis, P r ime  Minis te r  
Shast r i  t r ied to in t roduce  food ra-  
t ioning but  was opposed by the s ta te  
chief  minis ters .  The Congress  poli-  
t icians had no conf idence  tha t  even  
a low level  of ra t ion ing  could be ma in -  

ra ined in the face of  the  cr i t ica l  
shortages .  They  w e r e  " r e l u c t a n t  to 
go a long  wi th  the  p l an"  because,  as  
AP repor ted  f rom New Delhi,  some  
compla ined  tha t  "Shas t r i ' s  Cen t r a l  
G o v e r n m e n t  had p roved  unable ,  in 
the past, to ma in t a in  the f low of food 
gra ins  it had promised  to t he  s ta tes ."  
Thus  of the 16 s ta tes  on ly  Kerala ,  
gove rned  d i rec t ly  f rom New Delhi,  
had food ra t ion ing  inst i tuted.  But  
obse rve r s  doub ted  w h e t h e r  the ra t ion  
of 6 ounces  of r ice and 4 ounces  of  
whea t  per  day  could be m a i n t a i n e d  
there  for  long. 

News repor t s  f rom the Ind ian  cap-  
i tal  say tha t  h u n g e r  d e m o n s t r a t i o n s  
in many  parks of the coun t ry  a re  
g rowing  more  f requent .  Long queues  
before  s ta te  food shops a re  a c o m m o n  
sight. DPA repor ted  tha t  the s i tua-  
tion would  be worse  w e r e  it not for 
the a lmos t  dai ly a r r iva l  of sh ip loads  
of whea t  f rom the Uni ted  States.  The  
precar iousness  of l iv ing f rom ship to 
s h o p - - a n d  not even  being ve ry  sure  
abou t  tha t  for mi l l ions  in the queues  
outs ide  the  s ta te  shops - -  mus t  indeed  
be food for though t  for the Indian  
people as they  watch  Congress  Pa r ty  
pol i t ic ians mee t  this weekend  at  G u n -  
tur  to talk ye t  again  about  the crisis.

Opposition Mounts in Japan 

No sooner had the U.S. Embassy 
in Tokyo been in fo rmed  that  the Ja- 
panese G o v e r n m e n t  was ready  for  
U.S. nuclear  submar ines  to call at  
J apanese  ports than Sea Dragon, 
a nuc l ea r -powered  a t tack s u b m a r i n e  
of the U.S. 7th Fleet,  sailed into Naha, 
the U.S. mi l i t a ry  base on O k i n a w a  in 
the no r the rn  Pacific. Though  de-  
c l ining to revea l  the date, U.S. S ta te  
D e p a r t m e n t  spokesman  McCloskey 
announced  on N o v e m b e r  5 that  one 
such U.S. submar ine  was expec ted  
in a J apanese  por t  by the end of the 
month .  UPI disclosed that  it would  
f i rs t  dock e i the r  at Sasebo or  
Yokosuka.  

Wash ing ton ' s  decision to dispatch 
its nuc lear  submar ines  in def iance  of 
s t rong opposi t ion not only of the 
cit izens of Sasebo and Yokosuka  but  
t h roughou t  the count ry  has gal-  
van ized  the  people  of J a p a n  into 
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f i rm un i ted  action. At meet ings  and  
demons t ra t ions  in Tokyo and  at m a n y  
port  cities, now growing  bigger in 
scope and  more  denunc i a to ry  in tone, 
the Uni ted  States has been con- 
demned  for conspi r ing  to involve  
J apan  in its war  schemes and  nuc lear  
blackmail .  Wi th  one voice the peo- 
ple of J a p a n  have indic ted  the aggres-  
sive moves of the Amer ican  A d m i n i -  
s t ra t ion  as f l ag ran t  threats  to J a p a n  
and peace in Asia. 

The na t ionwide  campa ign  wi th  the 
Japanese  C o m m u n i s t  Pa r t y  in  the 
van  and the Socialist Pa r ty  and  mass  
organiza t ions  all p lay ing  their  part,  
is expected to press ahead as the 
en t ry  of the f irst  U.S. nuc lea r  
s u b m a r i n e  draws  near.  A big ra l ly  
in  Tokyo is scheduled for November  
15. In the mean t ime ,  seven leading  
Japanese  nuc lear  physicists  inc lud ing  
Professors  Hideki  Yukawa,  Shoichi 
Sakata  a n d  Mokichiro Nogami  
have issued a s t a t emen t  on behalf  of 
1,215 of their  colleagues. They  op- 
posed the docking of U.S. nuc lear  
submar ine s  in  J apanese  ports and  
have criticized the G o v e r n m e n t  for 
submi t t i ng  to the U.S. dictate. 

Mozambique 

Call for General Insurrection 

Mozambique,  a long wi th  Angola  
and  so-called Por tuguese  Guinea ,  has 
t u rned  to a rmed  s t ruggle  on a na -  
t ionwide  scale to ove r th row its Por-  
tuguese  oppressors. The Mozambique  
Libera t ion  F r o n t  (FRELIMO), in  a 
proc lamat ion  of genera l  a rmed  in-  
sur rec t ion  issued on October  21, called 
on the people t h roughou t  the coun t ry  
to take up a rms  aga ins t  the ha ted  
colonial  regime. "Faced wi th  the 
cons tan t  refusal  of the Po r tuguese  
G o v e r n m e n t  to recognize our  r ight  to 
independence ,"  it said, " the Mozam- 
bique Libera t ion  F r o n t  again  declares 
tha t  a rmed  struggle is the only  way  
for the Mozambican  people  to 
achieve the i r  asp i ra t ions  of l iber ty ,  
just ice and  social wel l -be ing ."  I t  
laid stress on a f i rm and  implacable  
s t ruggle  to root out  Po r tuguese  colo- 
n ia l i sm which has the  back ing  of 
imper ia l i s t  powers.  

In  its m e m o r a n d u m  to the recen t ly  
concluded Conference  of Non-Al igned  

Nat ions  at  Cairo, FRELIMO pointed 
out  tha t  the Un i t ed  States, Br i t a in  
and  other  NATO countr ies  were sup-  
por t ing  Por tuga l  in its suppress ion  of 
the Mozambican  f reedom fighters.  
Moreover,  as Mozambican Revolution, 
organ  of FRELIMO, poin ted  out  re-  
cently,  there  is a secret a l l iance be-  
tween  the racist  g o v e r n m e n t  of 
Salazar  at  Lisbon and  that  of Ian  
Smi th  in Sa l i sbury  to concert  their  
repress ive  measures  agains t  the l ib-  
e ra t ion  movemen t s  in both countries.  
But  whi le  the reac t ionary  forces are 
gang ing  up wi th  the Por tuguese  colo- 
nialists,  r anged  agains t  them are a 
po ten t ia l ly  grea ter  force, mi l l ions  of 
Mozambicans  and  the i r  bro thers  in 
free and  colonial  Africa. 

Johnson Returned 

Dirtiest Campaign Over 

Lyndon  Baines  Johnson,  the pres-  
en t  White  House incumben t ,  has 
been elected Pres iden t  of the Uni ted  
States in  wha t  the press on both 
sides of the At lan t ic  described as one 
of the dir t iest  campaigns  in Amer ican  
history.  

Johnson  defeated his opponen t  
Ba r ry  Goldwater  by ca r ry ing  45 of 
the 50 states. In  the Congress ional  
elect ions which took place at  the 
same time, Johnson ' s  Democrats  won 
278 seats aga ins t  the Republ icans '  134 
in  the House of Representa t ives .  In  
the Senate  where  one- th i rd  of the 
seats were  up for election, the Demo-  
crats  took 26 and  the Republ icans  8. 

The Democra t ic  " lands l ide"  does 
not  m e a n  real endo r semen t  for the 
policies of the Johnson  A d m i n i s -  
t ra t ion.  Campa ign  camouf lage  and  
ora tory  no tw i th s t and ing ,  the Amer i -  
can electorate was compelled to m a k e  
its cus tomary  choice of " the  lesser of 
two evils." In this election, as in the 
past, Wall  Street  saw to it tha t  i t  
would  call the t une  no m a t t e r  who 
was elected. The Rockefel ler  g roup  
backed Johnson  th rough  Henry  Ford,  
Jr. and  Goldwate r  th rough  George 
Champion .  H.L. Hunt ,  the  o i l  
m a g n a t e  who also pu t  his s takes on 
both men,  said it would  not  m a k e  a 
lot of dif ference whe the r  Johnson  or 
Go]dwater  was President .  Birds of 
a feather,  the two candida tes  were  
s imply  represen ta t ives  and  i n s t ru -  
men t s  of Amer i can  Big Business.  

Johnson  has a host of t ho rny  prob-  
lems to tackle. Al ready  the  Amer i can  
press is wor ry ing  abou t  the "dif f icul t  
decisions" he has to make :  "d i sa r ray  
in  the Atla,ntic a l l iance and  the c r u m -  
b l ing  mi l i t a ry  s i tuat i (m in Southeas t  
Asia" (UPI), " the war  in  south Viet 
Nam"  (AP), " long- range  re la t ions  
with Red China"  (New York Post), 
the U.S. dollar 's  " even tua l  crisis" 
(U.S. News & World Report), etc. I f  
the  decisions f lowing f rom its p o l i c y  
of war  and aggression abroad are 
"diff icult ,"  the issues conf ron t ing  the  
Johnson  A d m i n i s t r a t i o n  at home, the 
surging  Negro f reedom m o v e m e n t  for 
one, are  equal ly  insoluble.  As J ames  
Reston of the New York Times put  
it af ter  the election, P res iden t  J o h n -  
son now faces "an unce r t a in  and  
m e n a c i n g  fu ture ."

F r o m  C u b a  

Pek ing  in recent  weeks has been  
en joy ing  a d ivers i ty  of songs and  
dances f rom five cont inents .  In  ear ly  
October came the New Zea land  Maori  
artists,  followed by the Japanese  
Mat suyama  Ballet  Troupe  and  the 
Bulga r i an  song and  dance ensemble .  
The Cuban  Ballet  C o m p a n y  and the 
Diaboua Song and  Dance  Ensemble  
of the Congo (B) have jus t  concluded 
per formances  in the capital. Chinese 
audiences  owe these pleasures  to the 
ever closer ties of f r iendship  and  cul-  
tura l  exchange  that  l ink  the peoples. 

Miss Alicia Alonso enchan t s  us 
once again  wi th  her  supe rb  tech- 
n ique  a n d  grea t  personal  charm.  In  
CoppeIia, she executes  entrechats and  
f o u e t t e s - - t h e  biggest  chal lenges to 
a ba l le r ina ' s  skill  - -  wi th  consum-  
mate grace. In  the Span ish  character  
dance of the second act, she accen-  
tuates  the v iv id  Cas t i lean  na t iona l  
character  whi le  exper t ly  b l end ing  it  
with the bal le t  en pointe. In  her  
dance and  p a n t o m i m e  as the beau -  
t iful  c lockwork doll  she s t r ives  no t  
only for mechanica l  precis ion b u t  to 
give the par t  a life and  v ivac i ty  of 
its own closely l inked  wi th  the dra-  
matic  deve lopment .  On the cu r r e n t  
visi t  we were  fo r tuna te  to see her  also 
in Vain Precautions and  in the duet  
f rom Swan Lake. Whateve r  the role, 
she invests  it  wi th  her  own  w a r m  
personal i ty .  

Rodolfo Rodriquez as the young  
Franz,  and as her  p a r t n e r  in other  
programmes,  dances wi th  impeccable  
smoothness.  His wide leaps and  tu rns  
in the air  are  faultless.  The perfect  
co-ord ina t ion  be tween  the two is 
a lways a p leasure  to watch. Jose 
Pares  wi th  his f ine p a n t o m i m e  as 
Dr. Coppelius and  as Mother  S imone  
in Vain Precautions adds spark l ing  
h u m o u r  to the performances .  

The soloists and  the corps de ballet 
show a greater  a l l - round  m a t u r i t y  
than  on the company ' s  previous  vis i t  
three years  ago. The company  pre-  
sents a broader  reper to i re  too. This 
was seen in  the classical Pas de 
Quatre, and  a suite of gay Cuban 

Dances, old and  new, set aga ins t  f i lm- 
projected street  scenes of Havana .  
The short  bal let  The Awakening is 
specially s tr iking.  In several  scenes 
it describes the heroic C u b a n  people 's  
over th row of the Batis ta  dictatorship.  
Like the Cuban Dances, it makes  use 
of the Modern  Dance style, bu t  it also 
direct ly incorporates  classical bal le t  
e lements  as well. The forces of reac- 
t ion are represen ted  by black-clad 
f igures wi th  skul l - l ike  faces. The 
people are clad in s imple mode rn  
garb. Cuban  r h y t h m s  and  mot i fs  are 
an e l emen t  of the music.  The story

l ine is sharply  etched and  the move-  
men t s  are s t rong and  expressive.  

Chinese  audiences,  in wa tch ing  the 
C u b a n  artists,  exper ience sen t imen t s  
that  go beyond  aesthet ic  apprecia t ion.  
They c ommand  our profound admi -  
ra t ion  because they are ar t is ts  who 
are devoted to the cause of the rev-  
olut ion.  Under  the Bat is ta  dictator-  
ship, the troupe, led by F e r n a n d o  
Alonso, refused to serve the in teres ts  
of the react ionaries ,  even when  it 
a t t empted  to pressure  them by dis- 
c o n t i n u i n g  their  salaries. The ar t is ts  
vowed they would  not  pe r fo rm on 
Cu b an  soil as long as the dictator  
ruled.  Alicia herself  in  a publ ic  

le t te r  refused the subs idy  Bat is ta  
sought  to br ibe  her  with.  

In  the days of vic tory af ter  the 
revolut ion ,  the  t roupe  blossomed out,  
as a r evo lu t i ona ry  ar t is t ic  force serv-  
ing the people. Wear ing  khak i  u n i -  
forms, its m e m b e r s  pe r fo rmed  for 
C u b a n  soldiers at the f ron t l ines  of 
the ant i -U.S,  s truggle.  In  May and  
Ju ly  this year,  they twice toured  the 
G u a n t a n a m o  per imeter ,  i n sp i r ing  the 
soldiers in the i r  v ig i lance  agains t  the 
e n e m y  en t r enched  before them. Most 
of the bal le t  company  are themselves  

people 's  mi l i t i amen .  Alicia 
has  been  k n o w n  to go 
s t ra ight  f rom her  s tage 
cos tume in to  u n i f o r m  and  
take up  s en t ry  d u t y  .near 
the theatre .  When  a h u r -  
r icane  s t ruck  par t s  of Cuba  
i,n 1963, the  c o m p a n y  w e n t  
to the s t r icken areas  to 
pe r fo rm for the victims. 
In  these last  few years,  
they  have  t aken  the i r  a r t  
to the  work ing  people  in  
factories, f a rms  and  cane  
p l an ta t ions  over  the l eng th  
and  b read th  of Cuba. 

The C u b a n  c o m p a n y  is 
m a k i n g  energet ic  ef for ts  to 
evolve a n a t i o n a l  school of 
Cuban  ba l le t  on  the basis  
of the  classical school. 
They  are  boldly expe l i -  
meri t ing wi th  var ious  forms  
guided by the overal l  p r i n -  
ciple of c rea t ing  an  a r t  of 
service to the people.

SONG DANCE 

F r o m  t h e  C o n g o  ( B )  

From the f i rs t  ins i s ten t  beats  of 
the  tomtoms  ti l l  the f ina l  cur ta in ,  
Pek ing  audiences  have been deeply 
in te res ted  and  del ighted by the 
r h y t h m i c  songs and  dances tha t  the 
Brazzavil le  t roupe has b rough t  to 
China  f rom the wes te rn  b a n k  of the 
Congo River. This  ar t  is in  a style 
very  d i f fe ren t  f rom our  own, bu t  it  
speaks an e loquen t  l anguage  every  
Chinese  can unde r s t and .  One is 
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rous2d to the same anger  aga ins t  the 
colonialists  as is m ime d  and  danced 
on the stage. There  are m o m e n t s  
when  one feels the urge  to jo in  in  
the fun,  so infect ious in  its r h y t h m  
and vi tal i ty ,  wholehear ted  in  its 
gaiety and  joy in the people 's  new 
life of independence .  

The cur ta in  l ifts on a land  of spa- 
cious skies and tower ing  cliffs u n d e r  
a b u r n i n g  sun. From a peasan t ' s  
thatched hu t  issues a s t a lwar t  war -  
rior, sword and  shield in hand.  Every  
fea ther  on his headdress  quivers ,  
every bead on his ankle t s  rustles,  as 
he moves his body in  a series of 
graceful  convolu t ions  a n d  his feet 
s t amp  out  the quick pa t t e r  of r a in -  
drops. A "young  wi l low t ree  dane -  
ing in the spr ing wind"  is the de- 
script ion given h im by one admi r ing  
reviewer. 

In dance and  s o n g - - i n  the folk 
a r t  of the Congo, the two  a re  inex-  
t r icably  c o m b i n e d - - t h e  Brazzavi l le  
ar t is ts  del ighted audiences  wi th  the i r  
i nbo rn  r h y t h m  and  n a t u r a l  grace. 
They gave revea l ing  gl impses in to  
the life, customs, rel igion,  and  sen-  
t iments  of their  people. 

In  Omba,  an express ive  dance-  
pan tomime ,  young  peasants  mock 
the vu lgar i ty  of c o u n t r y m e n  who 
ape the colonialists,  and  cont ras t  this  
wi th  the v i r tuos i ty  of their  own  
folk dances. 

The Dance on S t i l t s  and  the 
Masked  Dance have their  roots deep 
in the anc ien t  life of the Congo. A 
fest ive crowd dances a r o u n d  a

masked  f igure  on stilts, c lapping and  
cheering,  josh ing  each other.  The 
masked  f igure  waves  the grass  tha t  
are in his hands,  does back-bends  
and  other  t r icks on his 10-foot-high 
stilts. He "drives away  the s torms 
in the sky." 

In the song Mama Lenni ,  sung to 
the wooden xy lophone  and  the f luid 
tones of the balafond,  a row of male  
s ingers  gravely  bera te  a vil lage girl 
whose head has been tu rned  by city 
life. She s tands  before them, head 
covered by a large shawl and  lowered 
in  shame. The ea rnes tness  of the 
advice moves her, and  she pours  
each of them a d r ink  f rom her  wa te r  
gourd  to show repentance .  

The highl ight  of the p r o g r a m m e  is 
the short  dance -d rama  Nkouezo .  The 
colonial is ts '  a rmed  overseer  dr ives  
the peasants  to work.  W h e n  ex-  
haus ted  by his " labours ,"  he goes off 
for a rest. The peasants  get together,  
store a rms  and  w h e n  the overseer  re- 
t u r n s  wi th  his masters ,  r ise and  
t r i u m p h  over them. A r o u n d  the red 
flag the en t i re  cast dances and  sings 
in  celebrat ion.  The act is r ichly 
symbol ic  of the victory of the  1963 
"Augus t  Revolu t ion"  tha t  shook off 
the shackles of imper i a l i sm and  co- 
lon ia l i sm in  Congo (B). 

The ar t is ts  f rom the Congo (B) have 
b rough t  a t ru ly  au then t i c  ar t  to us. 
It  scorns the hypocr isy  and  com- 
merc ia l iza t ion  which capi ta l i sm im-  
poses on the pr i s t ine  ar ts  of the peo- 
ple. It speaks of the progress the 
Congolese (B) people have made  in 
developing the i r  na t iona l  ar ts  to en-  
compass new themes  in the short  
per iod since they  won  their  revolu-  
tion.
